8 February, 1966 
Hello Class, 

I started my schooling at 
Ropes in the eighth grade, 
later to complete my school 
years in Ropes High School. 

We sure appreciate the 
fine letters that have come 
in from all over the United 
States. 

Looking at the names of 
the class it looks so much 
like I am back in school a-
gain. Names like Hobbs, 
Redman, Roberson, Jordan, 
Smith, Martin, Wright, Eth-
eridge, all this is just like 
old home week.
