nish 4.6 grams of protein for 
every 100 calories to meet 
these nutritional guidelines. 
The guidelines will also con-
tain other recommended 
levels for vitamin A, thia-
mine, riboflavin, niacin, iron 
and in some cases, calcium. 

Today's frozen dinners us-
ually provide a broad range 
of nutrients at reasonably ac- 
ceptable levels. 	The in- 
creased protein and the use 
of iodized salt would consid. 
erably improve an already 
nutritionally acceptable pro-
duct.

The pow-
der can be used to make re-
fried beans and to season 
frozen Mexican pizzas. 

Milk and other food pro-
ducts may be enriched with 
iron by the addition of a new 
powder which combines iron 
with the proteins in cottage 
cheese whey. If approved, it 
may provide preferred means 
of enriching dairy products, 
bread and other foods with 
iron.

gineer. Candies, raw poul-
try and meat products, bread-
ed items and sausage items 
all seem to offer possibil-
ities for using edible contain-
ers in the future. 

Meat loaves may be dis-
tinctively yours. Add sage, 
garlic or dry mustard for a 
new flavor. For a surprise, 
pack the meat around whole 
peeled carrots, or arcund rec-
tangles of sharp process 
cheese, or around a row of 
hard-cooked eggs. Alternate 
layers of seasoned ground 
meat with layers of sliced 
onions, sliced fresh tomatoes 
and cooked bacon. 

The key to success in cook-
ing beef, veal and lamb is to 
use medium to low tempera-
tures and to cook it for as 
short a time as possible, when 
prepared in this manner, the 
meats are juicy with max-
imum tenderness.
