Washington, D.C. -- Presi-
dent Nixonis faced with dis-
sension in Republican ranks
on Capitol Hill. There is a
feeling among some solons
the President did too little
inthe campaignto produce a
G.O.P. majority.

In the Senate, where the
party losta net of two seats,
some Senators feel the Presi-
dent, by campaigning more
in states such as Colorado,
as he so often has done in
the past, could have meant
the difference.

In additionto this feeling,
there’s disenchantment
among G.O.P. solons over
the quality of the liaison be-
tween the White House and
Congress. It hasn’t been
what it could have been, is
partly responsible for sev-
eral presidential defeats, in-
cluding the rejection of two
nominees to the Supreme
Court.

Thus Mr. Nixon must mol-
lify key congressional lead-
ers and improve his con-
gressional liaison team, if
he is togain maximum influ-
ence in the 93rd Congress.

ceed in remaking their party
structure. Chairman Jean
Westwood is expected to re-
sign at the December 9th
National Committee meet-
ing. But she won't give way
to Robert Strauss, or anyone
she considers a moderate or
conservative -- according to
reports.

She’ll only step down when
someone like George Mit-
chell of Maine, a friend and
former employe of Senator
Edmund Muskie, has the
votes to succeed her. She
feels party reforms adopted
recently are of paramount im-
portance and only if she can
save them is she willing to
go.

If she cannot, there is
likely to be a fight in the
party and the present split
could remain. The question
is whether the liberal Mit-
chell canregain party losses
in areas such as the South,
that is, whether he can re-
build the party from the tra-
ditional groupings which
have so often produced vic-
tory in the past.

Senate Must

NEUTRAL IN NONE

One of the first orders of the new Senate should be con-
sideration and passage of the so-called Rodino bill which
would provide penalties for employers who knowingly hired

illegal immigrants.

The bill passed the House earlier this year overwhelming-
ly (253-47) but the Senate failed to act on it in its tradition-
al last-minute rush. The bill was authored by Congressman
Peter Rodino (D-NJ), Chairman of the House Immigration
Subcommittee, a group which held hearings in many cities
on the measure, hearing 187 witnesses.

The subcommittee designed the bill to help stem the flood
of illegal immigration into the U.S.--desired mainly by em-
ployers who exploit illegal arrivals. The continuing flow of
these immigrants works special hardship on women, blacks,
older workers and those in depressed areas, since the ille-
gal immigrant will accept almost any working conditions to
remain in this country. They are thus exploitable, and de-
prive American citizens of thousands of jobs.

In recent weeks signs have appeared that apologists for
employers utilizing this illegal immigration are hoping to
prevent Senate action--if they have not already been suc-
cessful in delaying it. The new Senate should, therefore,
positively act on the Rodino bill in January, as soon as it
convenes, especially since it’s estimated illegal immigra-
tion into this country has grown to the point where it now
exceeds total legal immigration by a considerable figure.

Cutting Property Taxes

President Nixon recently said he hoped to reduce prop-
erty taxes by half before his present-four-year term of office
is ended. If the President can accomplish that, he will have
done more to alleviate an unjust financial burden in the
form of excessively high property taxes for the middle class
in America than any other President.

Several proposals have been put forward. The most de-
sirable 1s that to allow property taxes paid by home owners
to be deducted from federal taxes—up to a certain figure.

Other proposals include one which would guarantee local
communities federal reimbursement when and if they lower-
ed property taxes. But this proposal doesn’t guarantee re-
lief, fairly and nationwide, to all on an equal basis.

Theproposal to allow taxpayers an exemption from federal
taxes to offset part of their property taxes would mean in-
stant, equal treatment for practically everyone; special pro-
visions could easily be made for those few not benefited

equally.

The President’s proposals will be sent to the 93rd Con-
gress. Members should see to it this is one order of business
speedily and positively dealt with. The electorate made its
views more than clear on this subject in the primaries of

1972.

December 31
is the deadline
for owners of ad-
vertising signs
along major in-
terstate, U, S.
and state -numb -
ered highways to
apply for permits

‘under the new
Texas Highway
Beautification
Act,

The act is de-
signed to control all outdoor-
advertising from big billboards
to fence signs the right-of -way
line,

It requires that no sign can
be erected within 660 feet of
an interstate or federal-aid
primary highway without a
special $25 outdoor advertis-
ing license., An additional $5
permit is also required for each
sign.

On-premise signs -- those
advertising activities on the
land or offering the property
for sale -- are exempt,

The law, passed and made
effective last June 29 to avoid
loss of federal road -building
aid, will be implemented in
stages.

License applications, first
stage in the process, must be
accompanied by a $2,500
bond for each county in which
signs are located up to a
$10, 000 macimum for owners
with signs in more than three
counties,

Permits will be issued for
signs in place prior to June 29
whether they conform to the
law or not, and these will be
allowed to stay in place until
programmed for acquisition or
removal, New signs muyst con-
form to the law before per-
mits are issued,

The Highway Department
also has begun removal of a-
bandoned and illegal signs on
controlled highways.

Those planning to erect new
signs on controlled highways
are advised to check with
Highway Department district
ofl%ces to determine if the lo-
cation conforms to the law,
PrOper(tiy owners have also been
advised to contact the depart-
ment's district offices concern-
ing signs located on thier land
without permission,

Human Repair

Dr. Russel Lawson, of
the University of Oregon
Medical School in Portland,
has successfully removed
the kidneys of twopatients,
repaired and replaced them
in the patients’ bodies suc-
cessfully.

Dr. Lawson told the Amer-
ican College of Surgeons
recently, in reporting on the
successful repair-opera-
tions, that other organs of
the body could be similarly
repaired and reimplanted--
such as the heart and liver,
for examples. =

Reimplanting  patients’
own repaired organs avoids
the problem of the body’s
rejection of alien organs, a
problem which so often has
plagued heart-transplant
operations.

The new technique offers
new hope to millions, though
not an immediate hope, and
if practice and further ex-
periment prove Dr. Lawson
correct, this technique _
would seem preferable, -
when possible, to the trans-
planting of alien organs.

Stalk Destruction Deadline Nears. .. Boll Weevil
Suppression Program Popular and Successful . . . 4.5 Million
Market News Bulletins . .. Turkey Promotion Year Round

Cotton producers in 44 north central and east Texas
counties are reminded that Nov. 30 is the deadline for
cotton stalk destruction. No area extensions are expected
to be made. Individual extensions may be granted, but
requests for those will have to be made by contacting Texas
Department of Agriculture at Austin.

Cotton stalk destruction reduces the number of pink
bollworms that enter hibernation next year as well as
reducing infestations of other cotton insects.

THE STATE’S boll weevil suppression program for
this year has been as popular as it was successful. A total of
$300,000 was allocated for the program this year which is
matched on a half-and-half basis by producers. About
450,000 acres were included in the program which is aimed
at reducing next year's weevil populations.

Records show there was . a greater infestation of
weevils this year than in any season since the program
began in 1965. Farmers in 11 counties participated in the
diapause program for the 1972 season.

Funds for the program are limited although it is
expected that more requests for assistance will be
forthcoming from cotton producers in 1973.

ABOUT 4.5 million market news bulletins will have
been mailed to Texas agricultural producers by the end of
this year from the Texas Department of Agriculture’s
market news service.

They will be mailed to about 85,000 Texans. The
market news service contacts about 1,200 people each week
in collecting its market news reports.

Items ranging from daisies to ornamental crops to
molasses to livestock and crop reports are covered in the
market news reports.

The livestock market news apparently is the most
popular. It is an eight-page publication and includes 16
state livestock markets plus grain markets from five areas. It
goes to 77,000 people each week.

The poultry and egg report is also popular. It is mailed
to 1,800 egg producers and egg industry people.

One of the most popular reports right now is the
pecan market. Other market reports include watermelons,
rice, ornamental crops, and vegetable and fruit market
reports from Hereford, Dallas, and Weslaco.
