Ten Accidents 

Investigated 

In January 
The Texas Highway Patrol 

investigated ten accidents on 
rural highways in Hockley 
County during the month of 
January, according to Ser-
geant Pirtle, Highway Patrol 
supervisor of this area. 

These crashes resulted in 
no persons killed and six in-
jured. 

The rural traffic accident 
summary for the 60 counties 
of the Lubbock Department 
of Public Safety Region for 
January, 1972 shows a total 
of 500 accidents resulting in 
nine persons killed and 217 
injured as compared to Jan-
uary, 1971 with 467 accidents 
resulting in 17 persons killed 
and 235 injured. 

Also during 1971, Lubbock 
County's 511 traffic accidents 
was the highest number re-
corded by any county of the 
Lubbock Department of Pub- 
lic Safety Region. 	Parker 
County ranked second with 
429 accidents. 

The nine traffic deaths for 
the month of January, 1972 
occurred in the following 
counties: Lubbock, 3; Palo 
Pinto, 2; Cochran, Garza, 
Gray and Wheeler, one each.

The South Plains cotton liar-
vest reached the scrapping 
stage in most counties this 
week, according to W. K. 
Palmer, in charge of the Lub-
bock Cotton Classing Office 
of the U.S.D.A. 	Most of 
the remaining cotton to be 
harvested is in the Lamesa 
area. 

Sample receipts declined to 
1,500 a day at the Lubbock 
office as the harvest neared 
completion. 

Total classed through Fri-
day, February 11th was 1,-
105,000. This is about two-
thirds of the estimated pro-
duction expectations of last 
summer. 

Quality of the cotton was 
lower as the harvest neared 
completion. 

Low YIddling.• Spotted vt-os 
the predominant grade at Lub-
bock last week with 28 per 
cent of all cotton classed. 
Strict LoW Middling Light 
Spotted made up 11 per cent, 
Low Middling Light Spotted 
20 per cent and Strict Low 
Middling Spotted 11 per cent. 
Seventy-six per cent of the 
samples was reduced in grade 
because of bark. 

Staples were predominant.. 
ly 28 to 30. Sixteen per cent 
had a staple length of 28, 
42 per cent stapled 29 and 
27 per cent was 30. 

The Consumer and Market,. 
ing Service of the U.S.D.A. 
reported a decline in trading 
on the Lubbock market as the 
harvest neared completion. 
Prices were $5.00 per bale 
higher on the Lubbock market. 
Demand was strongest for cot-
ton with micronaire of 3.0 
and better and was fair for 
cotton with micronaire of 2.9 
and lower. Most of the cotton 
offered on the Lubbock market 
was the lower micronaire cot-
ton. 

Prices paid farmers for 
cottonseed ranged from $40 
to $70 per ton with most 
prices in the $48 to$54 range.

GARMENT LABELING 
Consumers Are 
Making An Impact 

A recent regulation passed 
by the Federal Trade Com-
mission (FTC) requires that 
wearing apparel and piece 
goods for wearing apparel be 
Permanently labeled for care 
and maintenance. The rule 
will take effect July 3, 1972. 

"With the introduction of 
synthetic fibers and advanced 
textile designs over the past 
30 years, care of textile prod-
ucts has been a foremost 
cause of concern for the con-
sumer." 	"Most consumer 
complaints involve fabric 
shrinkage, colors that run and 
damage caused by heat. 

"It has been difficult for the 
consumer to make a rational 
choice among competing tex-
tile products when care in-
formation is not available. De-
tachable labels and hangtags 
are frequently missing, or if 
Present, may easily be lost or 
destroyed." 

A Cornell University study 
revealed that the sales clerk 
may be just as confused as 
the consumer, whereas in the 
past sales clerks were useful 
sources of care information. 
The rapid expansion of self-
service outlets and corres-
ponding decline in the need 
for highly trained sales per-
sonnel has further added to 
the consumer's problems. 

The ultimate cost of per-
manently attached labels will 
be paid by the consumer. 
Manufacturers estimate that 
the cost will be as high as 
eight per cent on lower-priced 
garments and one-half to one 
per cent on higher-pricedgar-
ments. 

"However', a net savings 
will result due to savings of 
loss resulting from improper 
care. To prevent low-cost 
items from bearing a dispro-
portionate increase in con-
sumer costs, the regulations 
allows items intended to sell 
at retail for three dollars 
or less, to be excluded when 
the product is completely 
washable under any condi-
tions." 

Other exceptions to the reg-
ulation include items that 
would be altered in appear-
ance or utility by a label—
for example, shoe laces or 
a sheer blouse. Articles used 
exclusively to cover the hands 
and head are also exempt for 
the regulations and will not 
require permanent labels. 

"The new regulation will 
allow the consumer to avoid 
Possible damage to products 
through improper care, thus 
achieving the best overall per-
formance of the garment." 
"Selection to apparel can be 

based on items that may be 
cared for inexpensively and 
vet effectively."

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Team studies usefulness of different types insects 
Although they aren't much 

fun at picnics and, in a more 
serious sense, can sometimes 
be harmilil disease carriers 
and .crop killers, insects can 
also be beneficial to the eco-
logical balance of aparticular 
region. 

Just how much and what 
kind of impact, both harmild 
and beneficial, the various 
insect and other invertebrate 
populations have on a particu-
lar ecosystem is at the heart 
of a research project being 
conducted by a team of Texas 
Tech University researchers. 

The project is part of Tech 
participation in the interna.-
tional Biological Program 
(IBP) which encompasses 
complementary and related 
research in the U. S. and 
56 other nations based on the 
theme of "The Biological 
Basis of Productivity and 
Human Welfare." 

Being conducted under di-
rection of Dr. Fins W. Hud-
dleston, professor in Tech's 
Department of Park Adminis-
tration, Horticulture and En-
tomology, the project is aimed 
at helping document popula-
tion trends and numbers, 
trophic levels, species diver-
sity and correlations withpri- 
mary productivity among in-
sects and invertebrates of the 
vast grasslands ecosystem, 
or blue, extending from Can-
ada to Mexico. 

In the overall IBP program 
devoted to analysis of eco-
systems, six kinds of biomes 
are being studied —grass-
lands, tundra, desert, conifer-
ous forest, deciduous forest 
and tropical forest. 

Data gathering site for the 
Tech project is located at 
the Texas Tech University 
Center at Amarillo (Pantex). 
Samples are taken from na-
tive grasslands, some of which 
have been recently grazed. 
There are eight other sites 
situated within the vastgrass-
lands biome where similar 
studies are being made. 

Dr. Charles R. Ward, one 
of the Tech researchers work-
ing on the project, said that 
when findings are completed 
data from this project and 
others involving all aspects of 
the interaction between plants 
and animals with the nonliv.. 
ing parts of their environ-
ment will be fed into a com-
puter for formulation of a 
computer model of the eco-
system.

"From this model," Ward 
said, "it is hoped we can be 
able to predict with a fair 
degree of accuracy what would 
happen to the ecosystem if 
one or more of its component 
parts were significantly al-
tered, whether by nature or by 
man." 

What would happen if all 
the insects and other inverte-
brates such as mites, spiders 
and ticks were suddenly to 
disappear from the grass-
lands? Nobody knows yet, 
Dr. Ward said, but he and 
his fellow researchers are 
working hard at coming up 
with the answer. 

It's obvious that such a 
total elimination of insects 
and invertebrates would have 
a quite striking effect on the 
region's ecological balance, 
according to research data 
already gathered. The data 
indicates, for instance, that 
the Tech research site sup-
ports more pounds of insects 
and invertebrates per acre of 
grassland than of small ani-
mals and birds and an amount 
perhaps equal to the poundage 
of graxing cattle. 

"If for no other reason than 
preponderance of sheer num-
bers, it's obvious that insects 
and invertebrates are signifi-
cant considerations in under-
standing the workings of this 
°articular ecosystem," Ward 
said. 

Moreover, he added, insects 
and other invertebrates must 
be taken into account as sig-
nificant factors in an estima-
tion of existing and potential 
plant and animal production 
in this kind of ecosystem since 
many feed directly on plants, 
others feed on decayed plant 
material and still others feed, 
as parasites, directly on both 
large and small mammals and 
birds. 

"In addition, some insects 
are characterized as preda-
tors and help control popula-
tion levels among other 
species which they prey 
upon," Ward said. "There-
fore, if something happened 
to eliminate a species of pre-
dators, for example, it could 
result in a harmful imbal-
ance in increased numbers of 
another species such as para-
sites which are dangerous to 
plant and animal production." 

The manner in which Hud-
dleston, Ward and their asso-
ciates gather their data is 
interesting in itself. 	To 
measure population levels and 
species diversity, "traps" 
are set to capture all insects 
and invertebrates in an area 
about a meter square. By 
means of a complex suction 
and sifting procedure, the re-
searchers then count and cata-
logue each insect and other 
invertebrate trapped — even 
those which may have bur-
rowed into the ground. 

Ward said as many as 1,800 
insects and other inverte-
brates such as mites and spid-
ers have been trapped at one 
time in a one square meter 
area. He added that approxi-
mately 300 different species 
of invertebrates have been 
recorded thus far. 

Ward and another fellow 
researcher Dr. Charles 0'- 

Brien of Tech's Department 
of Park Administration, Hor-
ticulture and Entomology will 
describe these data gather-
ing methods and some results 
of their studies during the 
annual meeting of the Ento-
mological Society of Amer-
ica in Los Angeles Nov. 29.. 
Dec. 2. 

Others working on the Tech 
project are graduate research 
assistant Walter J. Fournier 
and undergraduate research 
assistant Gordon Graves. 

Ward said the basic purpose 
of the research being con-
ducted at the Tech site paral-
lels that of the overall IBP 
program, except that atten-
tion is being given to just
