Washington, D. C.--One
of the great undercover trans-
portational struggles of the
age is that raging for the
past year between scheduled
airlines and their monopo-
listic price-fixing organiza-
tion, IATA, and the charter
flying companies.

London has now lined up
solidly with the charter op-
erators and Prime Minister
Edward Heath bluntly told
IATA delegates as much in
a speech at their annual
gathering in London at the
end of September. Washing-
ton also has allowed the
charter operators to live,
traditionally, but has been
somewhat less sympathetic
to them in the Nixon years.

In fact, the last year has
been grim for the charters
and both on the Pacific and
Atlantic runs U.S.-based
charter companies have been
forced out of business. This
1S because the airlines have
cut fares in a competitive
effort and because the char-
ters face various handicaps
as lone-wolf operators.

Some of the major airlines
have their own charter com-
panies, also, and they begin
with an advantage over in-
dependents because the air-
lines use their ticket offices
and personnel to recruit
charter flights.

The two original U.S. in-
ternational lines, Pan-Am
and TWA, have keenly felt
charter competition, but
TWA, unlike Pan Am, has
managed tocontinue to make
a profit. (National Airlines
has entered the transatlantic
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derby on the Atlantic, as
have several domestic U.S.
lines, such as Delta and
United, flying southward and
across the Pacific.) Had
Pan-Am and TWA not been
locked into the monopolistic,
high fixed fare IATA system,
they would long ago have
lowered fares and retained
some of the volume they
have lost.

But unlike Pan Am and
TWA, most members of IATA
are government owned air-
lines, and these lines often
prefer to stifle competition
through governmental action
assuring them a monopoly.
This is why, even though
wages are lower in Europe,
air fares are very much high-
er, mile for mile, than in
America.

London's strong support
of the charters could prompt
the CAB and the Nixon Ad-
ministration generally to
take a strongerstand in sup-
port of more air competition.
But Pan Am in wailing about
charter competition as it
loses tens of millions an-
nually, even as the charters
have begun to fail because
of lowered fares and the
dilemma 1is a tough one for
the Administration.

The truth is, probably,
that some airlines which
had adjusted their opera-
tional expenses to the old
fixed, high fare system of
IATA or expanded too rapid-
ly must make drastic econ-
omies to get back to reality.
IATA cartel practices creat-
ed the unrealistic atmos-
phere.
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leading The Way

t. Petersburg, Florida, is leading the way in the fight
on tobacco smoke and the discomfort it causes millions.
The city has passed an ordinance limiting the places where
smokers are allowed to suck buming tobacco.

If puffers want to smoke in department stores they must
now go to designated areas. On city buses, on elevators,
in dance halls and theaters, addicts are no longer allowed
to force everyone to breathe their stale smoke.

More cities—and states—should follow this example.
Many, such as those who have had Hong Kong flu, suffer
serious discomfort when forced to breathe cigarette; pipe

or cigar smoke.

European trains have long had smoking and non-smoking
compartments and airlines are at last beginning to act to
protect non-smokers from this discomfort. The worst abuse
comes in small, enelosed areas, such as buses and air-

craft,

where the air 1s quickly contaminated. Any non-

smoker who has ever survived seven or eight hours on an
overseas flight, disembarking with red eyes and other aller-
gic reactions, appreciates this late hope of deliverance.

Americas Men & Sex

Europearn. women who met Americaps romantically during
World War II and the intemational set has long known it
but Dr. Joseph R. Trainer of the University of Oregon has
put it bluntly and publicly: U.S. men are lousy lovers.

They eat too much, sit in front of TV too much, often
drink too much, according to the physiology professor. The
result is that American males are too often ‘‘overweight,
over-tobaccoed, over alcoholed and undersexed.”’

Many Americans also began with something of a handicap
in that the nation’s Puritan heritage tended for several
generations to inhibit sex,and repressions, often abnormal,

affected some.

Dr. Trainer says poor health and habits lead to poor sex
performance and practically all counselors, psychologists,

clergymen,

etc., agree that sexual harmony is important

(not all important) in marriage. Now Dr. Trainer reports
that divorce often results because of sexual maladjustment
or insufficiency—and points the finger at U.S. males.

While it takes two to establish good sexual relations,
and while loud, aggressive, “at or Puritan wives are plen-
tiful on the American scene, the indictment of U.S. males
1s timely and should be heeded by those who fit the indict-
