Since our water system ts probably the largest single Item 
tn our city services we shall treat It In two separate art­
icles, the first of which will be the production facilities.

From a humble beginning of only one windmill on the 
public square In 1913 with an estimated avarage dally maximum 
production of 2,000 gallons of water to the present well 
capacity of 3,362,000 gallons per day vividly Illustrates Sla~ 
ton s growth In the lis t  forty seven years,

Slaton's first water production was derived from a windmill 
which was located on the public square. This well was dug 
In March of 1913 and paid for with $125.00 borrowed from 
the street fund. Construerion was supervised by the street 
committee, which was composed of R. L. Blanton and A. L, 
Brannon. This together with wlixlmlU* owned by private 
citizens furnished all water used In Slaton until July of 
1921, when the first bond election was held. At that time 
$35,000.00 In water work* bonds were voted. These bonds 
were to mature In forty years and paid six per cent Inter-

The llrsi wells drilled were st the number one booster 
station which Is north of town. Two wells were drilled at 
this site and proved adequate for several years.

When Slaton began to grow and Its citizens began to use 
more water per capita It was necesssry to drill other wells 
and produce more water. The third well was drilled on the 
above site then one well was drilled here In town at die 
number two station. These wells are located on north sev­
enth and north eighth streets. When tha writer began work 
for the city In 1944 the shove six wells furnished the entire 
water supply. From that time until today I t  has been a con­
tinual struggle to keep production facilities abreast of dem­
ands. This has been due to a number of reasons. F irst, 
the steady growth of our city and die upward trend In per 
capita use of water, secondly the lowering of our water table 
and last Inu not least Important Is the difficulty of securing 
well sites . The commission has spent considerable money 
every year Just prospecting for water and well sites.

In 1947, the comml ,sion was able to drill five wells. They 
also constructed the number three booster statlorvand two 
ground storage reservoirs. Thla again proved adequate lor 
a year or two until It bee am a necessaay to drill other wells. 
Several other wells were drilled and pumped Into this station. 
In 1955, a thirty acre lease was secured from M rs. Grace 
I . King on the southeast edge of Slaton wheretwo wells were 
drilled on her property and two othar wells on city property 
were drilled. The city also constructed the number four booster 
statl n and another ground storage reservoir. In the peat year 
the city has secured a small tract of land on the south edge 
of town on which three wells are being developed and equipped 
at the present time.

Mow the ctty has rwenty three wells available for production

with a capacity of 3,362,060 gallons per day with storage 
capacity of 1,370,000 gallons per day with storage capacity 
of 1,370,000 gallons and a booster capacity of 3,919,400 
per day. Although It Is felt that this U sufficient for the pres­
ent other well sites are under consideration at the present 
time. The acquisition of an adequate water supply la always 
of paramount Importance In die life of any community.

In September of 1948 far sighted men of the area dreamed 
of an adequate surface supply of water to furnish cities of 
the upper panhandle and die south plains. Ameedng was 
called In Fialnvlew where nearly every city In the area 
was represented. At this meeting die grourxl work was laid 
for what Is now known as the Canadian River Municipal

Water Authority. Slaton waa ropraaentad at thli maadng 
and ha a boon a part of this (roup since Its Inc option. Plana 
havo boon made to cone cruet a dam on the Canadian river 
near Sanford that will Ineure a water supply, for the eleven 
towns that remain In this authority, for more than fifty 
years. The total cost of this project will be above one hundred 
million dollars. Slaton's part will be a little over five million 
dollars. Each city will pay Its part of the cost of the project 
through the purchase of water. Every one knows that surface 
water Is more expensive than ground water st the present 
time but no one knows what ground water will cost ten, twenty 
or fifty years from now or whether It will be available at all. 
It Is estimated by engineers who will have charge of construc­
tion of the dam and distribution system that water will be 
available from this source within five or six years. Slaton's 
citizens have demonstrated on two occasions by their over­
whelming approval at the polls their Interest In this project. 
And by doing so have guaranteed their rights to above five 
hundred million gallons of water per year for the next fifty 
or more years.
