Hybrid sudan being raised 
on 4,400 seres here may well 
be the key to the diversification 
of the county's agricultural 
economy.

Cotton has long been the bread 
and butter of Slaton farmers 
and the gamble at unpredic­
table rainfall, hall and govern­
mental control has impeded the 
success of many.

Hybrid sudan. relatively new 
to this area, has the advantage 
of all three of these factors, 
according to Glenn Akin who 
farms 500 acres southwest of 
here.

"Sudan ta a good money 
crop— good or better than cotton 
he explained. He continued by 
saying that in the raising of 
sudan, you deal directly with 
the seed company through aeon 
tract with no government con­
trol.

The program first started 
in 1963 when six farmers 
planted a total of about 600 
acres. Last year about 2,200 
acres were raised and this year 
there are about 4,400 planted, 
he said.

The contract for foundation 
seeds Is with Northrup-Klng 
who has a branch office in Lub­
bock. Once the crop Is pro­
duced, the company buys all of 
the harvest and pays eight cents 
If It germinates 85 percent.

"W e plant It 
two rows of males and 16 rows 
of fem ales."

"T h is year some Trudan 2 
Is being grown. It Is an im­
provement over the Trudan 1.", 
Akin explained.

Trudan 2 has two rows 
of males and 14 row* of fe­
males.

Akin pointed out that the 2-14 
and 2-16 pialntlng procedure Is 
done for pollination. He con­
tinued by saying this la a good 
country for pollination because 
of the seasonal high winds.

Before harvesting, the males 
are removed. This Is done in 
order to assure that the male 
seeds do not mix with the fe­
male Sudan which Is sold to 
the comapny.

The company does not want 
the male sudan and local farm­
ers use It for feed. Akin 
stressed that the sudan must 
be pure and combine machin­
ery Is cleaned throughly to pre 
vent mixing with any other 
grain.

Old Tascosa for a Urn* was 
the center of the open range 
world, stamping ground for 
some of the West’ s most not­
orious bad men and focal point 
for cattle thieves and ranchers.

Located at an easy river cross 
ing. the site started as s meet­
ing place for Indians and Mex­
ican traders who exchanged 
contraband goods, including wo­
men and children. The first 
permanent settlement was made 
by sheep herders in 1876, the 
same year Charles Goodnight 
and Thomas S.Bugbee brought 
the first cattle to the free 
grass empire.

Small ranchers and nesters 
followed and the boom was on.

Hundreds of miles from civil­
isation, Old Tascosa lured the 
lawless and the law men. Names 
like Billy the Kid and Pat Gar­
rett live In Its history.

presentatlve Instructs local 
farmers to kill the crop by 
spraying. When the moslture 
content is decreased to 13 per­
cent the product ts com­
bined with roller-cone attache- 
ments as specified In the con­
tract.

Much emphasis Is placed on 
the purity at the seeds. All 
fields must be bordered with 
four rows at males. Patches 
must be one-fourth of a mile 
on the south from grain and 400 
feet on the north from grains.

Both Trudan 1 and 2 females 
use the same male parent. The 
female is sterile and will not 
produce grain. However, should 
s male be isolated. It will pro­
duce grain.

"T h is Is one crop that doesn't 
need rain now. The killing and 
drying out process would have 
to be done over again and It 
would be costly,"Akin staled.

Cost of spraying an sere Is 
96 while the sudan Is custom 
cut for 90 cents per 100 pounds. 
It requires six pounds an acre 
to plant the crop and the same 
six pounds will yield about a 
ton.

"T he beauty of It,"says Akin, 
" Is  that it will take hall and re­
cover."

When the sudan la harveated, 
the crop Is taken to Lubbock

Both are effective 
July 1966.

The insurance plan isfinanc- 
ed by special taxes on employ­
ees and employers. They will 
pay these taxes at the same 
rates as other persons covered 
by the social security system.

All persons 65 or older who 
currently receive monthly rail­
road benefits, will automati­
cally participate In the Insur­
ance program.

Aged persons not receiving 
monthly benefits are also e l­
igible for health insurance pro­
coverage.

TO PARENTS & GUARDIANS 
OF PUPILS IN THE SLATON 

PUBLIC SCHOOLS
For the school year 1965-66 all students without regard 
to race, color or national origin will be assigned to schools 
In the following manner:

All students residing In the Slaton Public School District 
attending grades 1 through 8 this year are hereby assigned 
to attend the school In the area of their residence.

All students residing In the Slaton Public School District 
attending grade 9 this year must choose to attend either 
Slaton High School or the Evans School. No pupil will be 
permitted to attend school in this grade until he has made
a choice.

This choice is granted to you and your child. No teacher, 
principal or other school official Is permitted to advise 
you, or make recommendations or otherwise Influence 
your decision. No child will be favored or penalized be­
cause of the choice made. The right to make a choice will 
be granted every year to all students attending the ninth 
grade. No choice will be dented for any reason.

Bus transportation will be provided on a desegregated 
basis to the school you choose. There will be no discrimina­
tion based on race, color, or national origin and programs, 
or in the assignment at teachers and other school staff 
members.

Forms for indicating a choice of schools for the ninth 
grade have already been distributed to all eligible pupils. 
Any pupil whether or not he has already filled out and 
submitted a choice form may obtain a new form and make 
a new choice. Forms will be available at the office at the 
Superintendent of Schools or at any school office on any 
weekday between the hours of 9 a.m. and 4 p.m. during 
the period July 20 to August 30, 1965. Such forms may 
be returned by mall or otherwise to the schools of your 
choice or to the office of the superintendent of schools 
at anytime prior to August 30, 1965. Any form postmarked 
on that date will be deemed acceptable.

Any pupil assigned to any school grades 1 through 8 may 
be transferred to any other school In the district, where 
the grade he Is eligible to enter Is taught, upon applica­
tion signed by his parent or guardian. Such forms will be 
available at the office of the superintendent of Schools 
or st any school office between the hours of 9 a.m. and 4 p.m. 
on any weekday between July 20 and August 30, 1965. 
They may be submitted by mall or otherwise to the office 
of the Superintendent or the office of the school to which 
transfer Is requested. No request for transfer will be 
refused except where the number of requests results 
In overcrowding. In that »vent preference will be granted 
to those requesting transfer who live closest to the 
school chosen.
