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City Budget of $499,000 Approved

Slaton City Commission ap-
proved the 1968-69 budget, dis-
cussed the Lubbock Metropol -
itan Council of Governments,
passed an ordinance on reg-
ulation of pawn shops, approved
bills and handled other routine
matters during a regular meet-
ing Monday night,

Following a public hearing on
the budget -- with no one ap-
pearing -- the commission rou-
tinely approved the city budget
calling for $499,114 expendi-
tures in the coming year, The
budget had been discussed,
trimmed and tentatively app-
roved at the last meeting,

Aldon Deyo, new executive
director of LM« OG, appeared
at the meeting along with Lub-
bock County ommissioners
Max Arrants, Arch Lamb and
Alton Brazell, to discuss the
objectives and operation of the

council of governments,

The group held an informal
discussion with the city com-
mission, answering questions
concerning the council and ask-
Ing questions about problems
Slaton might be facing that would
figure in regional planning,

Commissioner David Hughes
sald one of Slator’s big pro-
blems in the near future could
be the improvement of its sew-
er and garbage disposal sy-
stems to comply with new air
pollution and control laws,

Hugo Mosser presided at the
city session Monday night in
the absence of Mayor Jonas
Caln, Commissioners Hughes
and Henry Bollinger were pre-
sent, and Rudy Dominguez was
absent,

Although the budget was ap-
proved, city commissioners
have been studying ways to

secure additional revenue for an
expected shortage. An election
has been called for Saturday,
Oct, 26, on a one cent mun-
fcipal sales tax,

The commission has report-
ed to voters that either the city
sales tax or a big ke in water
rates will be necessary to se-
cure the necessary revenue for
operation of the city,

The sdded cost of the Cana-
dian River water project this
year, in addition to other needs
and rising expenses, has caused
the need for additional re-
venues,

The approved budget antici-
pates tax revenues of $180,000,
General fupd revenues add about
$128,000--the big ltems being
sanitation charges, franchise
taxes, and corporation court
fines, The remainder comes
from water revenues about

$190,000 total,

Some of the larger items on
the expenditures Include: water
and sewer fund, $203,000; pol-
lce department, $71,500; sani-
tation, $31,900; streets, $52,-
700; fire department, $14,600;
accounting and collection, $14-
300, The Canadian River water
payment adds some $85,000 o
the power and pumping portion
of the water fund,

The city’s bond requirements
for 68-69 total $74,700, Total
outstanding bonds amount to
$627,000,

Hughes again urged that the
city prepare a ‘‘prospectus’ on
the city’s financial needs In
the future, so that commiss-
loners will be aware of pro-
grams which need 0 be put
Into effect,

Mosser agreed that city of.
ficials need to be better in-
formed so *“we can plan for «
morrow,"” Figures on the city’s

projected revenues and expen-
ditures would be ““most help-
ful”’, he added,

I'he second and final reading
on the pawnbroker ordinance
was passed, The ordinance pro-
vides primarily for a license
o operate a pawn shop, the
keeping of dally records whict
are required to be open to the
police at all times, clear iden-
tification of items pawned, Per-
sons convicted of violations are
subject to a $200 fine.

ommissioners posed sev-
eral questions during the sess-
lon, Hughes inquired about a
reported tax reduction actior
at a special meeting of the com -
mission, Mosser reported the
only move was to correct fig-
ures on the rolls. A lower tax
rate is allowed property own-
ers inside the city limits who
0o not recelive city w‘r‘..tu-\'

Mosser sald it had come W
his attention that two salary
increases had been given city
employees, and he wanted to
know If this was proper pro-
cedure, It was agreed by the
commission that such action
should receive commission ap-
proval,

Mosser also asked Police

bef Glenn Farmer to report
on an accident involving a city
vehicle, The chief gave an ex-
planation of the accident, and
sald the patrolman involved was
no longer with the department,

Hughes asked about the re
cent formation of a Cltizens
I'raffic ommission, It was de-
termined that no organizatior
meeting has been held, and F ar
mer sald he would call a meet
ing of the appointed group.
