Beginning Jan. 1, 1970, the 
inspection stickers issued will 
have an orange background and 
bear an insert numeral cor- 
re s ;or ding with the 1970 month 
of issuance and will expire at 
the end of the month one year 
from the month of Issuance In 
1971. The Inspection sticker 
design will chenge in January 
of every year to a new base 
design.

The Legislature added two 
Items to be Insiwctod -- the 
exhaust system and the exhaust 
emission system. The new In­
spection fee will be $2.
