remain In many parts of Greut Brit­
ain, Ireland, France snd Spain. Th* 
use of the Christmas tree has descend 
ed from the Germun Druids. The 
dressing of the tree with candles and 
presents was a feature of their mid­
winter festival.

Ivy Is not used for Christmas dec 
orations, ss It was once sacred to 
Bacchus and constituted almost the 
sole leafy adornment at the Roman 
saturnalia The early Christian clergy 
desiring to wean the people from their 
pagan practice as fur as possible, for 
bade the use of Ivy, und the precedent 
still obtains.

It was a very cold Chrlatmaatlde in 
1777 at Valley Forge Suow waa on 
the hllla. Everything w*» froson. And 
vYaahliigtoua artny wa* in great need 
of fiHKl, clothing Slid shelter.

Instruct Iona of partlea of iuen to go 
foraging for ft»od are entered In tho 
arderly book for that Cbriatmaa day 
at Valley Forge, width was anything 
hui tuarry for Waatilngtou

Still more tleaiierate were the fo<Hl 
oondltlous at Morrlatown, in 17711, 
when Washlugtoii reported that hts 
army waa on half allowance and uear 
starvation "W e have never *xpe- 
named a like extremity at auy period 
of the war," declared Washington, 
pleading that food bo sect.

There waa a welcome Chrlatnana 
preeent for Washington and hi* tsan 
at New Windsor In 1780 wheo a M f 
Christma* wagon came with over 2.000 
shirts and other comforts made by 
Philadelphia women pathets—this#* 
seeded by the men under Washington, 
who were cheerfully suffering all aorls 
ef hardship In order that this country 
might be free The Philadelphia worn 
en also raised, that year,'over $800 ■ 
OUO la aid of the aoldlsra

Tha floe eld Ooloulal inanateo (the 
Cralgte house) in ('smbridge. Mass., 
(now widely known as th# home af 
Henry W. I/ingfellow), waa the place 
where Washington spent hU drat 
Chrletiuas aa commander of the Rev­
olutionary army in 1773 Mr* Wa*h> 
logtou was there with tWm (as she was 
later at Valley Forge), and there waa 
some pleasure In the midst of the 
heavy cares aud responsibilities car* 
rted by the great Washington

A year later Christmas day found 
Washington at the head of bta 2 400 
brave men making hts celebrated 
crossing of the Delaware river, nine 
miles above Trenton. The snow and 
aleet were blinding. It la recorded, and 
the cold was Intense Bat hearts 
were brave.

Wherever he waa at Chrlatmaatlde. 
Washington waa cheered with the 
thought that the cause of the atrug 
gllng colonies would surely win ▲ 
few days before Christmas. 177(1. he 
wrote to his older brother, John Au­
gustine Washington * “ Between you 
and tue. our affairs are In a very had 
situation. . . . However, under a
full persuasion of the Justice ef our 
‘■*u*e. I cannot entertain an Idea that 
It will finally sink, though It may re­
main for some time under a cloud."

Washington must have had some 
'ery  merry Christmases at Mount Ver 
non There were no children ef his 
own with whom Washington could 
romp. Rut we can easily Imagine 
the big hearted general putting on a 
ulse heard of fnxxy white whiskers 

and slinging a pack over his back for 
(he delight of the little ones In the 
neighborhood.

SETTING UP 
THE TREE

/ M  T A l.ilo .sT  every corner grocer s 
j r i  stands can be purchased very 

cheaply that will hold the Christ­
mas tree (irmly In position.

The simplest of these consists of a 
crosspiece of wood raised a little from 
the floor by wooden support* sud hav­
ing a hole In the center to Insert the 
trunk of the tree.

More elaborate ones take the form 
ef a wooden square, painted a bright 
red and surrounded by a low wooden 
ratling.

Country dwellers who cannot pur­
chase these trees at the corner store, 
but have to cut them In the neareet 
wood lot, must devise some other way 
of holding the Christmas tr**«- In posi­
tion.

The easiest way to do this. If the 
tree Is not too large and heavy. Is to 
Insert the trunk Into the hole through 
the bottom of a wooden box. aud 
either paint this box green or red or 
cover It with green or red paper.

A Htarch box will hold up a small 
tree perfectly, hut a somewhat larger 
box must he chosen for one of larger 
growth. If. In spite of all precautions, 
the tree seems too heavy and Is In­
clined to wobble, weight the box on 
either aide with heavy stones. Some­
times the box Is filled with sand, the 
trunk planted in that, and then the 
wooden cover nailed In place to make 
all very solid.

If one has any talent for carpentry, 
even of the roughest sort, an effective 
support can he made by nailing two 
pieces of wood In the shape of a 
square cross, holding the tree upon 
this and nailing cleats to both tree 
and support until It stands firmly,

A very pretty effect can be obtained 
by covering the support of the tree 
aad the floor directly around It with 
white cotton hatting on which silver 
tinsel, called “ rain" In most shops, has 
been sprinkled This makes the tree 
look as If It were growing In a bunch 
• f  snow glittering In the sun
