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AGAIN THE TAX PROBLEM

Rep. Herman Jones sent shrudders up and down the
spines of the tax emissaries, when he announced with ex-
plicit pointedness, that two months this fall have been set
aside for two tax sessions designed to pay the bill of recent
liberal appropriations and earlier libéral spending.

Members and lobbyists alike, it is reported by an Aus-
tin writer, recognized he must be talking from exact knowl-
edge of a definite program. Further, they recalled that his
declaration fitted in perfectly with comments recently made
by Gov. James V. Allred.

Gov. Allred recently said there had to be taxation; that
tax sessions required time for organizing and planning,
and that it was doubtful if a tax program could be carried
through in one 30-day special session.

What added to the apprehension was the memory that
Rep. Jones pushed through the house back in the regular
session an especially thorny bill, even though it suffered
considerably in the passing.

He was autho rof a bill that proposed to levy a five per
cent net income tax on corporations, to raise about $10,000,-
000 or $12,000,000 in lieu of the present $1,500,000 from
franchise levies. The bill was cut to two per cent, but still
it would have brought in much money.

. L

. Just now, the appropriations bills have been passed,
amounting to $70,000,000 for biennial operations of the
government, and $4,000,000 for other claims, deficiencies,
supplemental salaries and grants. This ran about $15,000,-
000 above the past biennium. The state has authorized
about $4,000,000 a year of new security programs, that
must be financed. Its deficit of around $11,000,000 is to
be assuaged a little, according to Gov. Allred's plans,

All of which means there is a wildcat of a taxation tour-
nament just around the corner of the summer. It means,
the Austin commentator says, the Jones franchise tax bill
will be back; that higher levies on oil, gas, sulphur, especial-
ly on oil and gas pipelines, and probably bills for almost ev-
ery other known type of taxation will go before a legisla-
ture impressed with urgency of new revenues, many mem-
bers pledged to liberal provision for the security grants.

However, it is presumptuous to
suggest what either of the two con-
tending parties should do In the
present impasse, A bloody, destruc-
tive, costly warfare, haa been going
on, with the CI1.0. and its silent
partner, the federal government,
plus a certain number of the steel
workers on one side; and the com-
panies, plus a certaln and appar-
ently larger number of steel work-
ers, plus armed citizens and, ap-
parently most of the local police, on
on the other side. It has been
waged viclously, Each side now
thinks that it can win if the fight
goes on; the C.1LO. on the strength
of its mobilizable oulside forces
and the government's protection,
and the steel companles on the
strength of the workers desire to
hold their joba and the sentiment
of the local citizenry. The atmos-
phere is surcharged with hatred.

In such circumstances the parties
involved do not behave with reason
and detachment. And the Impaase
oecurs because there is no agency
capable of applying a clear law
with -reason and detachment and
seaing that it is enforced. The issue
comes straight back to the law-
muaking body of the nation, which
has passed a law that isn't clear,
provides no machinery for objec-
tive arbitration, establishes no code
of falr practices for unions, pro-
vides no prolection for minorities,
establishes no incontrovertible
means of determining what consti-
tutes a majority for collective bar-
galning, and sets up no safeguard
against today’s majority estabiish-
ing itself In perpetuity forever.

Congress ls still sitting, and has
been asked by the president to pass
a huge body of legislation of the
mont controversial nature, which
demands extensive hearings and
the most careful and prudent con-
sideration. But the evidence con-
cerning the operation of the Wag-
ner labor relations act is available
to everybody who reads the news-
papers. No one can any longer pre-
tend that an act whose purpose ls
to abolish industrial strife ls prov-
ing adequate to Its purposes. The
areas where the sirikes are going
on have already divided into two
camps, with masses of people pre-
pared to affirm the break-down of
law, and indulge in a fight to a
show-down., The vigilante spirit s
spreading like a forest fire, and
soon it may be Impossible to dis-
entangle the local forces of law
from the local vigilantes. And mar-
tial law is invoked to prevent nor-
mal law from functioning. Martial
law closing plants that Mr., Lewis
cannot close,

The history of the break-down
of democracies is inciplent in this
kind of fight. At ench extreme are
aggreasive forces. In between are
the vast majority of & peace-loving
people who wish to see justice
through law. But bit by bit they
become drawn Inlo the melee, on
one mide or the other, or become
exterminated by both sides if there
s obviously no means of oblaining
justice through law.
