WHY THE DELAY?
There is much interest in Slaton in the delay of the Texas 

Supreme Court in handing down a decision in the Texas "right 
to work” law This is true because we are a “railroad” town, 
with over 400 families making their living with the Santa Fe 
Workers here want to know the outcome as well as railroad 
officials.

The high court has had the case before it since May of 
last year The court first said it would delay until the United 
States Supreme Court handed down a decision in a similar 
Nebraska suit, which could strike down the "right to work” 
law in the Lone Star ate.

Then, last February 7, the Texas court vacated its pre­
vious order and announced it would decide the case which 
was appealed to it from an Amarillo district court The Su­
preme Court was commended upon its action But here it is 
the latter part of April and still no decision.

There is danger that an adverse decision in the Nebras­
ka case might destroy the Texas law before there is a chance 
to appeal dir&tly on it

To sidestep this possibility, Texas Attorney Gen John 
Ben Shepperd has asked the L' S Supreme Court to postpone 
consideration until next Fall of the Nebraska case He also 
has filed a "friend of the court" brief supporting the Ne­
braska law.

Texas and Texans cannot afford to stand by idly and see 
the state's "right to work' law fall by the wayside

It is felt that the Texas case is much stronger than the 
Nebraska case, and could be presented much more effectively

The Texas case involves a suit between the Gulf. Colo­
rado and Santa Fe Railroad Company and the Independent 
Association of Machinists The issue at Make is the right of a 
citizen to work in his chosen occupation without being forced 
to give allegiance or pay dues to an organization which may 
be furthering policies and action to which the worker is op­
posed.

The case was brought m an Amarillo district court by 
13 of Santa Fe s employes who objected to having to join a 
union in order to work for the railroad The employes won \ 
their case in district court, but the Court of Civil Appeals re -! 
versed the trial court Thus, the appeal to the Supreme Court

Attorney General Shepperd argues that the right to 
work without belonging to a union is protected by the Con j 
stitution

"Without freedom to work our other liberties soon would 
disappear he said in his brief to the U S court

The unions contend the National Railway Labor Act I 
authorizes closed shop contracts, which the state law prohibits.

Persons on both sides are interested in the final outcome 
of the suit The Texas law certamls aboold not have to >t.md R K N l iT 1 1  F O R  
or fall on the basis of the fate of the Nebraska law Rather it 
should stand or fall on its own merits or demerits

Important issues are at stake The Texas Supreme Court 
should reach and announce a decision as promptly as possible

Demands upon private universities and hospitals are
