—Whenever the owner of that printing office suggested
some new method he would growl and shake his head.
He would go out among his workers, and some of them
would raise objections to the new idea, based on the
dislike felt by most people for any change in their op-
erations. The foreman lacked the energy and resolu-
tion to investigate these objections by personal experi-
ment.

—“It is almost impoS&sible to do it” he would report and
would repeat the objections he had heard, without sug-
gestions as to how they could be overcome. There are
too many of the “almost impossible” people in the
world today.

~The successful man never makes such an admission
as that. If a thing is demonstrated to be impossible, he
gives it up as impracticable. But if anyone says “‘al-
most impossible,” it means the thing can be done, only
there are difficulties to be surmounted. That simply
incites the ambition of a resourceful man.

—There should not be any “almost impossible” in the
efforts to promote the development of Slaton and the
great South Plains around us. Many projects that seem
impossible to people of small faith, yet are accomplish-
ed by determined community workers in places no big-
ger or wealthier than Slaton. Let us take hold of some
of the projects needed for the development of the rural
communities, and push them through, instead of merely
talking about them. The town will alwayq grow in
propomon to the growth of the communities surround-
ing it. Let's boost the agricultural, poultry and live-
stock possibilities of this section more than ever.
