Christmas Trees 
Are Fire Hazard

The center of attraction in most 
homes, especially with the chil­
dren. from now until Christmas 
will be the family Christmas tree 
dust families, says C. W Simmons 
(arm forester for the Texaa Agri 
cultural Extension Service, fail to 
realise that this tree is actually a 
lire hatard Every effort, he adds, 
should be madr to make the tree 
safe and eliminate thr possibility 
of a fire starting from it

He suggests that only trees in 
g'iod condition be purchased This 
means getting a trre that has 
fresh leaves or needles If the 
tree is placed aside for a few days 
txfure thr decorating job la done 
he says it can be kept fresh by 
making a new cut above the ori 
ginal une and placing it in a con 
tamer of water When the tree ia 
moved into the house, it should be

left with the trunk in water Dang 
er from fire is lessened when thr 
leaves or needles contain moisture. 
Water should be added to the 
container each day and besides 
thr safety angle, there will be less 
shedding of leaves or needles, says I 
Simmons

Next he warns againsl decorat I 
ing the tree with flammable mat­
erial Check the electric light cords | 
that connect the tree light and 
make repairs if needed If cotton 
ia used around the base of the 
tree, use the kind that has been 
treated for fire retardance Cand 
les should never be used to light 
a tree, and adds the specialist, nev 
ei block exits from the room with 
the tree

It ia up lo each family to make 
the holiday season a safe one, 
warns Simmons and those who fa i l■ 
to take into account fire and ac- 
cident haxards may find their heii- , 
days marred by a serious fire or 
accident.
