INDICTS MAN 
IN ROBBERY

Odell Ward, 35-year-old Slaton 
Negro, was indicted by a 99th Dis­
trict Grand Jury in Lubbock Sat­
urday for robbery by firearms.

Ward is charged with a Novem­
ber hijacking in Slaton of Lester 
Spears, service station attendant, 
who was robbed of $38.46 in ser­
vice station funds

Spears suffered a fractured 
skull and broken thumb it  the 
hands of the bandit. Spears had 
taken a loaded pistol away from 
his attacker, but was downed 
when Ward struck him with a 
pipe wrench.

Tentative plans for a concerted 
March of Dimes campaign, with 
a goal of $3,000, were announced 
by Chairman Floyd Jordan at the 
Tuesday noon luncheon meeting 
of the Slaton Lions Club in the 
Clubhouse.

M B 
Hilburn J r ,  Lubbock, county 
chairman of the National Founda­
tion for Infantile Paralysis, stress­
ed that need of funds was greater 
lhan ever before as Lubbock 
County had 90 cases of polio last 
year, which included 5 from the 
Slaton area. Fifty per cent of 
funds raised will remain in the 
county, Hilburn said.

National goal for 1955 is $64.- 
000.000 Major General K L Berry 
of Austin, state campaign chair­
man, said "With more than 70.- 
000 carry-over patients, as well as 
the third heaviest polio year in 
history behind us, it stands to 
reason that the goal national 
headquarters has set is one which 
does not include heavy epidemics 
or untoward outbreaks of polio 
during the year."

"The projects under study by 
the National Foundation --  the 
proposed vaccinations of nine mil­
lion people in the United States, 
calls for more support than has 
been given," he continued

SLATON BOY EXPLAINS HOW 
COURAGE HELPS LICK POLIO

"Polio can be licked.” says Ray 
Alysworth, 340 S 7th, "but 
you've got to fight to do it."

The 19-year-old Texas Tech Col­
lege sophomore has first hand 
knowledge on the subject, as he 
is nearing victory in a 3 Vs-year 
battle to give the dreaded malady 
the knock-out punch

At first completely paralyzed 
by the disease, Ray has progress­
ed by willpower and scientific 
treatment to the point where he 
is only limited from strenuous 
athletic activities

Ray. son of Mrs Bobbie F.mbry, 
teacher at Fast Ward School, was 
only 15 yean old and a junior at 
Slaton High School, when he was 
stricken with polio.

Treated At I’lainvirw 
An average boy, he had attend­

ed Slaton schools with the excep­
tion of two years at Abernathy and 
Bay City, and had reported out 
for basketball in his sophomore 
year The family was visiting his 
grandmother in Arkansas during 
the summer of 1951, and Ray con­
tacted poison ivy while on an 
excursion in the wooda. He be­
came chilled and his illness de­
veloped into severe paralyetic

the
polio His mother chartered 
plane to fly the youth to 
Plainview Polio Center 

One week later he "celebrated” 
his 16th birthday as a patient in 
the Plainview hospital--complete­
ly paralyzed. "But the important 
thing is to not let it get you down; 
a polio victim should never give 
up and keep fighting.”

Ray doesnt’ have much U> say 
about his three months in the 
polio hospital as doubtlessly it 
was the blackest period in bis 
young life and he had just as soon

were $14,280, according to City 
Secretary J. J Maxey. This figure 
does not include half of Chief 
Gentry's annual salary, a* Lub­
bock County pays the other half 
for his services as a deputy sheriff, 
the city secretary said.

Fines collected for misdemean­
or offenses during the past fiscal 
year resulted in $9,712.85 for the 
city—enough to defray 65 per cent 
of the police department's salaries 
Balance of funds needed for the 
police department’s salsries and 
operating expenses came from the 
city's general fund.

Offices for the police depart­
ment are provided In the city 
hall, while physical equipment in­
clude* a patrol car that was pur 
chaaed by the city in November 
1953 The dty first purchased a 
patrol car for the use of its police 
department In 1949 This vehicle 
was uaed for 13 month* and was 
driven 47,138 mile* In 1981 this 
vehicle was traded in on another 
auto, which waa used 15 months 
and driven 39.142 mile* Again in 
1952, after 16 month* and 35,794

miles, the patrol was traded for 
a new model. The latter auto was 
traded in November 1953 for the 
present patrol car.

Capital investment in patrol 
cars by the city is $5,017 42. less 
value of the present car. This 
figure includes cost of the present 
car and the three "trade-ins.”

Two Way Radio
From February 1949 through 

December of this year, police cars 
patrolled a total of 153.758 miles, 
which amounts to some 2,200 miles 
s month Operating cost of the 
patrol car is about $2 50 a day

The patrol car I* also equipped 
with a two-way mobile radio unit 
that coat the city $777 48 This 
unit keeps the police department 
in direct contact with the sheriffs 
office at all times The dty also 
supplies uniforms for its police­
men. with a total Investment of 
6700 75.
