DEEP PLOWING IS FAVORED |

Practice Gives Seedbed That Will Re
tain Moisture Better Than Shal
low One~Increases Yield.

One fleld of corn on the farm of T.
B. Hord, near Central City, Neb,, gave

a yleld this year of almost 50 bushels
an acre. Most of the corn on this place
will yield 85 bushels, and there is little
that will return less than 26 bushels,
these good
yields were deep plowing and thorough
cultivation, says the Nebraska Farm
Journal. The seed corn had been care-
fully selected, also, so there was A
good stand and the plans were vigor
ous.

The soll on which this corn was
grown was in the Platte valley. It
consist mostly of sandy-loam land for
the upper two or three feet, with a
clay-loam sub-soil. It is not uniform,
however. There are patches of gumbo,
and other places where the top soll is
large sand. There Is a good underflow
from the river that has helped some-
what, but there are many fields that
were on land ke that on the Hord
farm that did not produce any grain.

“Deep plowing is essential for corn
growing In this country,” sald Willlam
Miller, who cultivated the highest
vielding fleld for Mr Hord. "One
should plow at least nine inches deep

in most cases, and never less than |

elgiit inches on any of this land
“One ought to plow all the land In

the fall and early winter if possible.

Deep cultivation will encourage the

formation of avallable plant food and |

will kill insects.

“Deep plowing gives a seedbed that
will hold moisture better than a shal-
low seedbed. It allows space for the
proper development of the upper corn
roots."

Cedar Rust Urmually Destruc-
tive in 1912 Season.

Leading Fungous Disecases of Frult In
Certain Sections—Nuts are Very
Concentrated Food-—Potato an

Important Food. J
Prepared by the United SBtates Depart
ment of Agriculture.)

The cedar rust or orange rust of the
apple, which has Its alternate genera- |
tion on the red cedar, was unusually
destructive during the season of 1912
especially in the Appalachian fruit
belt, and resulted In severe losses to
apple growers in the autumn of that |
year. The main facts about this dis- |
ease have been worked out by inves- !
tigators and kaown to scieunce for
several years.

The remarkable increase of the ce !
dar rust, apparently due to its new
adjustment to the Mork Imperial and
other commercial varieties of cultl
vated apples which has taken place
within the last eight to ten years, has
caused this to be the leading fungous
disease of this fruit in certain apple
growtng sections. Limesulphur solu
tion, the standard fungicide for spring I
treatment of the apple, will kill the
fungus, but on account of weather
conditions and repeated infection pe
riods during the time of leaf forma
tion, it is difficult and usually imprac-
ticable to prevent the disease by
spraying

For several years the bureau of
plant lndustry, department of agricul-
ture, has been recommending the de-
struction of cedars in the vicinity of
large commercial orchards which they |
injure, as a result of which consider
able cedar destruction has been ac
complished.
