Mr. Robertson says that
the principal idea in raising corn
here is to get the right variety of
corn adapted to this soil and
climate; and his corn has cer-
tainly proven to be the best
variety. It is a corn secured
from an inbreeding of the three
varieties of Bloody Butcher,
Squaw, and June corn. The
corn gets its large, sturdy stalk
from the June corn, and its soft,
large grain  from the Bloody
Butcher and Squaw.

EXPERIMENT IN TEXAS

Valuable Light Thrown on Ques-
tion of Fallowing.

No Larger Yields of Corn or Cotton
From Biennially Cropped Land
Than From Annually Cropped
Land—Oats Show Increase.

Slgnificant experiments in the prae
tice of fallowing land have recently
been conducted by the United States
dvpnrlmc'nt of agriculture at San
Antunlo Tex. These experiments, ac
| cording to the scientists In charge,
demonstrate that the practice under
| such conditions as prevail through-
out a large part of Texas is not ad-
visable. In no case did the investl- |
| Bators obtain larger crops of corn or
cotton from biennially cropped land.
On the other hand, biennially cropped
winter oats did show a slight irLcrease.

This increase, however, is proba
bly not sufficlent to offset certain
other economic disadvantages insepa-
rable to fallowed land. While the ex-
periments are not .conclusive, still
it Is belleved that they throw val:
uable light upon the whole question
of fallowing for the purpose of stor-
ing in the soil an additional supply of
moisture,

The practice of fallowing varies
widely in different reglons. At San
Antonio the fallowing period varied
from sixteen to nineteen months. Ac-
cording to a widespread bellef land
cultivated for this period but bear-
ing no crop would retain so much
molsture that any crop raised on it
the following year would benefit ma-
terially.

The familiar practice of hogging off |
crops has been developed by c-x]u‘rts3
In the United States department of |
agriculture into a scientific system of
farm management which, it is said,
will minimize, in those sections and |
those ferms to which it is adapted, |
the cost of harvest labor, ‘

Reduced to its simplest terms this
system, which is described in full in
Farmers' Bulletin No. 614, “A Corn
Belt System of Farming Which Saves
Harvest Labor by Hogging Down |
Crops,” consists of a four or five-year
rotation of corn, corn, rye and a mix-
ture of clover and timothy one or two |
years. A farm managed on this sys- |
tem should consist of four or five
fields of from 20 to 40 acres each,
and it 1s desirable that all the fields
should be of approximately the same
size. Farms should be laid out in ac-
cordance with the following plan:

Test Befere Tiling.

If you are not sure as to whether
tile draining will pay or not, try the
work out on a few wet places about
the farm that most seriously inter-
fere with your work in the field when
the other portions are ready to be
worked.

Is a close connection between many
forms of skin troubls and the diet.

psoriasis and urticaria. All four dis-
eases are likely to respond to treat-
ment at first, but too often they return

That common characteristic has set
the physicians searching for some
common underlying cause., As 4 re-
sult of their investigations it is gen-
erally believed that there is a direct
