American Expe. Forces.
France, Aug. 17th.

Dear Mother:
As I promised, I will write you 

a few lines again today. We don’t 
have much news to tell, hence the 
briefness of my letters. Would 
like awfully well to see you today. 
It's a little bit lonesome over here 
sometimes but I think we are go 
ing to get along all O. K.

I see in the paper where they 
have i>a*sed the new draft law 
extending the age limit. I don't 
look for the war to last so very 
much longer, yet the training will 
do every body good. They ought 
to have a taste of it.

I am not progressing very fast 
with the French language, but 
there are lots of Americans over 
here so I don't suppose it will 
matter so very much. The nights 
over here are pretty cool and al­
ways a heavy dew every morning. 
I am chief of the Sixth Section 
now. Am better pleased than I 
was.

Well, Mamma, I ’ve told you a 
bout all I know. The censor has 
asked us not to write any more 
than possible as he has so many 
to read. Give my love to papa and 
the aids.

of several weeks. Hut this time 
wegotabig bundle, and it was 
svrprislng the change it brotin 
the men. And I learned for my 
self just what a letter means to a 
fellow when he is far from home.1

All the fellows were feeling just 
a little impatient and downheart­
ed because they could not hear 
from home. But after the letters 
were distributed this morning 
they were a different bunch of 
fellows. They gather in little j 
groups and read and reread those 
precious missives from loved 
ones over the seas and discuss 
events at home. Their faces 
were brighter and there was s 
new ring of joy in their voices 
For most of them it was the first: 
message from home since leaving 
the states.

I have received three copies of 
the Slatonite. They were from a 
month to six or seven weeks old. 
Bet they looked as good to me 
as if they had been fresh from 
the press Sargeant A. M. Cade 
and Mechanic Fred Tudor of 
Company E, 315 Ammuniton 
Train, and I read them all before 
I bad had them a half day. That 
evening we got together and had 
a lively talk about tbe doings at 
home. And many other West 
Texas boys, and many from other 
parts of the States passed the | 
Slatoniten down the line and read 
them eagerly. "Anything from 
the States looks good to us,” they 
said. tEvery paper, no matter 
bow small it may be or how ob- 
aenre a town it may come from, 
ia read by almost everyone in the 
oompany before itls thrown away.

We do not lack for newspapers, 
however. The New York Herald 
prints an European edition and 
tbe Northcliffe Syndicateof Great 
B publishes a daily in
France for the benefit of the ex 
peditionary forces from English 
speaking nations. They are not 
to be classed with our own met 
ropolitan papers in journalistic 
or typographical styles, hut they 
give ua all the news, including 
columns of items culled from cur 
rent events in the States. Hut 
a paper from home just naturally 
looks good to the boys.

1 have seen many interesting 
things since I landed abroad. 
Every day of travel was a wonder 
ful experience for me. 1 have 
**en at a distance in passing 
many places which suggeted in 
teresting stories of ancient his 
lory, aome of which I have been 
told have great historic value 
My one wish is to visit some of 
them while I am here.

From what I have seen of the 
French people—tho that has been 
but little—they impress me as 
being very hospitable people 
They cannot do too much for the 
American soldier, it seems. They 
appear cheerful and confident 
and have no doubt of tbe final re 
suit of the Allied effort in arms

When we first landed we had a 
great deal of amusement trying 
to figure out relative values of 
our money. When s soldier went 
into s shop to buy something he 
would hand out a handful of 
money and take what was return 
ed in change. Then he would 
come back and try to figure out 
whether he had been stung or 
whether he had atung the shop 
keeper. Hut now we can spell 
th«* lingo of franca and centimes 
as easily as we can dollars and 
cehta. And we have learned to 
rstdily figure exchange values, 
an d purchase is just as ms* • of 
fa *t a proceeding at it 
h< me.

State Seeks Recovery of 55,000  
Acres Panhandle Land

Austin, Sept. 5.—The attorney 
general’s deiartment has in 
course of prei>aration papers in 
a suit which is to be brought in 
the Travis county district in be 
half of the state of Texas against 
the Capitol F'reehold I^and A 
Development company, Ltd , of 
Great Britain, which operates in 
Texas under a permit issued by 
the state department. The state 
of Texas will sue for the recovery 
of 55,000 acres of land, valued at 
$10 an acre, and located in the 
Panhandle country. This land 
was a part of the land given by 
the state to the Capitol syndicate 
in t>ay ment for the construction of 
the state capital at Austin. Under 
the contract the state was to give 
3,000,000 acres. Under s recent 
resurvey of the land it was found 
that 55,000 more acres were given 
than the state agreed to give. The 
state will now sue to recover that 
excess.

Tho Capitol Freehold I^nd A 
Development Company, Ltd., 
which is to be made defendant in 
the auit, took over the holdings 
of the Capitol syndicate. The 
suit will be filed within the next 
few dsys.
