The largest yield of wheal so 

far reported this year is that of 
Mr. Martin who lives ten miles 
northwest of Ralls near Esta 
cado He threshed 42 bushels to 
the acre last week. Owing to the 
unusually dry spring this yield 
is considered remarkable, the 
average over the country being 
from 15 to 20 bushels.

The key to the success of this 
crop lies in the tact that he pre 
pared the land the previous year 
for a row crop and kept it cult! 
vated up to the time he planted 
the wheat in the fall. The weeds 
were kept off and a dust mulch 
kept on top of the Foil, thereby 
catching and reWning all the 
moisture that fell during the 
spring and summer.—Ralls Ban 
ner.

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Vegetables and Fruits of the Highest
Importance— Many Ways In Which 

They May Be Used—Valuable 
Kinds of Food.

(Prepared by the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture.)

Vegetables and fruits should have 
an important place in the diet of every 
growing child, for although they com­
monly do not contain a high percent­
age of nutriment, they contribute cer­
tain other Important elements which 
the child either does not get at all, 
or does not get in sufficient quantity 
from milk, cereals, meats, and eggs. 
These two valuable kinds of food sup­
ply iron, lime, and other mineral mat­
ter to the growing body, and also mild 
adds (not always in such amounts 
that one can taste them, such as those 
which are found In oranges, apples, 
and tomatoes). Vegetables, unfor­
tunately, often are neglected la ar­
ranging a child's meals, according to 
Farmers* Bulletin No. 717, "Food for 
Young Children," written by the home 
economics specialists of the United 
States department of agriculture.

Vegetables should be served at least 
once a day. as they help to keep the 
bowels in good condition. They may 
be used as flavoring for soups and 
stews, may bo added to milk or meat 
stews, or served with meat gravy. If 
gravy is used, it should not be too fat 
nor made with scorched fat.

Young children can have the young 
and tender parts of celery and lettuce, 
a satisfactory way of serving being in 
the form of sandwiches. For this 
purpose the vegetables should be 
slightly salted and tho celery chopped 
or cut into small pieces.

All vegetables, whether served raw 
or cooked, should be washed with 
great care. I*arge vegetables, like po- 

| tatoes and carrots, should be scrubbed 
with a brush. Greens should bo

To prevent the srfhd from getting on 
the vegetables again lift them from 
the water Instead of pouring tbo wa 
ter off.

Most vegetables when served as a 
separate dish should be steamed, 
boiled, baked, or stewed. If tho sup 
ply of fresh vegetables is not gener­
ous. the Juice in w hich they are cooked 
should bo used with them as far as 
possible, or put Into soups or stews.

Experience has shown that vege­
tables. and particularly preen vege­
tables, are at their best when cooked 

: until tender, but not until completely 
wilted. Spinach requires cooking from 
20 to 30 minutes.

Vegetables should be served to 
young children either quite simply or 
with a little milk, cream, or butter, to 
Improve or vary the flavor. Salad oil 
may bo served on greens instead of 
butter. Theso simple methods aro bet­
ter than complicated ones like fry 

I ing or scalloping. F\>r tho smallest 
children such vegetables as greens 
should be finely chopped, and if the 
tougher portions of other vegetables, 
the skins of green peas, for example, 
are found to disagree with a child, 
these portions should bo romovod by 
putting the cooked vegetable through 
a sieve. No such vegetables as raw 
radishes or cucumbers, which might 
easily bo swallowed in large pieces, 
should be given to small children.

Fruits, which with vegetables make 
up one of tho five important food 
groups for children, are also very im­
portant In the child’s diet. They sup­
ply mild acids, and are Important for 
their flavor, for their laxative effects, 
and no doubt for other reasons also. 
This laxative effect is well recognlxed 
In the very general use of orange Juice, 
prunes, and apples. Then, too, the 
fruits, like tho vegetables, have min­
eral elements which the body re­
quires.

Fruits should be served in some 
form at least once a day. In general, 
the same rule should be followed as 
for vegetables In deciding in what 
form they should be served. Fruit 
Juices and the pulp of cooked fruit, 
baked apples and peara. and stewed 

! prunes, for example, are safest. Wheth­
er the skins should be given depends 
partly on tb« age and health of the 

j child and partly on the way the fruit 
Is preparedi If the skins ara very ten­
der, they are not likely to cause trou­
ble, except with very young children. 
When apples and peara are baked the 
skins can be mads tender by frequent 
basting.

Thousands of Bushels of Tuber* May 
Be Saved by Application of 

Slaked or Hydrated Lime.

From many places comes complaint 
of potato rotting It aeems not gen 
•rally understood that by the proper 
application of slaked, or, hydrated 
lime, this rotting can be checked and 
thereby thousands of bushels saved 
It is. however, generally understood 
that potatoes should never be stored 
in a place too damp to allow what 
earth adheres to them to dry and rub 
aff.

Having them first well dried and 
all rotten ones Uirown out and thoee 
besmeared eareAlly wiped dry, they j 

put Into bushel bankets, s 
Handful or about a pint of lime poured 
upon them, the basket shaken until 
'Jke lime has penetrated every crevice 
»f Its contents They may now be 
placed on small piles to remsln there 
nnttl the final sorting Ordinarily 
at this final sorting It will be found 
that some have taken a dry rot which 
does those lying against them no 
Harm. The drying up le due to the 
action of the Unm.
