Aside from loans, there are
other programs designed to as-
sist needy students, The Con-
nally-Carrillo Act provides an
exemption from payment of tuit-
ion and certain fees if the fol-
lowing conditions are ap-
plicable:

l. Placement in the upper
25 percent of one’s high school
class or a score in the top
20 percent of the national norm
on the College Entrance Exami-
nation Board of American Col-
lege Testing Progress Exam;

2. Gross family income for
the last tax year not exceed-
ing $4800;

3. Not accepting any other
scholarship awards,

Scholarships are administer-
ed on the basis of financial
need and academic merit; the
latter criteria isusually weight-
ed more heavily than it is for
loans, A new scholarship fund
created by the 62nd Texas Leg-
islature, Regular Session, was
available for the first time be-
ginning with the Fall, 1971 sem-
ester, It provides additionalas-
sistance for students attending
public institutions of higher edu-
cation, Some scholarship funds
are established to place more
emphasis on financial need

rather than academic merit and
are awarded by each public
senior and junior college in the
state, Various other scholar-
ships, indigenous to each parti-
cular school, are available as

well as the Tuition Scholarship
which is awarded in the amount
of $25 per semester for Tex-

fices on the college campus or

in non-profit organizations in
the local community, In addit-
ion , this program frequently
provides full-time summer em-
ployment in the student’s home
town,

Other than the programs of-
fered through financial aid of-
fices, there are many other
sources of assistance, Students,
inquiring independently, often
locate scholarships, jobs, and
other awards through various
local organizations and compan-
ies,

For more specific infor-
mation about these and other
programs, inquiries should be
mailed to the Office of Student
Financial Aid at the institution
where the student plans to en-
roll, Each university has dif-
ferent deadlines for the filing
of aidapplications, some of them
being as much as nine months
before the beginning of school,
To qualify, one must meet these
deadlines,
