“Any physician duly licensed to
practice medicine and actively engag
ed in the practice of such profession,
may obtain a permit to prescribe in-
toxicating liquor and nm{ then issue
prescriptions for distilled spirits,
leoholic medicinal
preparations for medicinal purposes
for persons upon whom hé is in at

| tendance in cases where he hrlwyn
| that the use of liquor as a medicine

is necessary. In no case may spirit
ous liquor be prescribed by one or
more physicians in excess of one pint
for the same person within any period

of ten days g
“No specific limitation is placed
upon the quantity of wirfes which may

be prescri for medicinal purposes.
The regulations merely require that |
no prescription be issued for a great-
er quantity than is necessary for use
as A ne. Physicians who doi
not hold permits to prescribe intoxi-
cating liquor are under no circum-
stances permitted to issue prescrip-
