They Tried Hipn and 
Found Him Guilty

Last Mondsy, Labor Day, was the 
occasion fo r the tr ia l of an unusual 
case over a t the City Hall.

The big follow was arrested about 
10 o’clock Monday morning by J. Lon 
Hoffman, export gardner and park 
keeper, but who in th is instance func­
tioned, you m ight say, as peace offic­
e r a  la  extra.

Arriving a t  the City Hall with hi* 
big primmer, the accused was placed 
under lock and koy for safe keeping. 
On account of o light docket for that 
day, it was decided to conduct a  speedy 
trial, and 3 p. m. was the hour sot.

I t was an unusual thing to do, but 
court convened on the east side of the 
City Hall structure in* the open s ir 
where there was a  splendid shade. 
J. H. Philips, Justice of the peace, pro- 
aiding as Judge, the procedure ad­
vanced toward the selection of a  Jury. 
Msay local citiaeos wore absent from 
the city for the holiday and H was 
found difficult to  aorure a  Jury. It 
was even necessary to  accept the may- 
or, 8. F. King, and the  chief of po­
lice, U. L. George, as Jurymen. Then 
there w as J. Lon Hoffman, the a rrest­
ing officer, who aJeo was sworn in. 
That made three. Six was the mini­
mum. J. W. Henry wss the fourth  
member accepted by the defendant's 
and the s ta te ’s attorneys. Henry 
Dreyer appeared on the scene and was 
the fifth  man takhn. Then, by mere 
accident, according to  hia own s ta te ­
ment, L. A. Wilson came along and 
was drafted  into service as the sixth 
juror.

The prisoner could not be induced to 
enter a plea, so the judge, acting for 
the accused, entered a  plea of “not 
guilty”. The taking of eidence began, 
but there  having been no witnesses in 
the caae, the prisoner was placed on 
the stand to testify  in his own behalf 
Each of the six jurors, with wide open 
mouth, literally swallowed the evi­

rates.
The defendant became gradually ex 

haustod while presenting hia i n t i -  
>ny, and the court finally ruled th a t 

the Jury should be able to re turn  
verdict upon the evidence obtained. 
W ithout re tiring  from the jury box, a  
unanimous agreement was reached and 
the following verdict was read:

“We, the Jury, find the defendant 
guilty—guilty—guilty of being one of 
the reddest, juiciest, best-flavored wat> 
ermelons w* have found this year.”
