in territories like Slaton are to unite
in a  JsiagK centralised association
for the pvrpose of standardizing their 
products, of developing a stable mar­
ket, and to Insure a good year-round 
pries for their products.

Even if no other factor is consid­
ered, sectional pride should causa 
many growers to Join the movement. 
Texas has long had a reputation of 
producing a poor-quality eg#. As a 
matter of foot, Texas produces eggs 
on a par in quality with any produced 
anywhere, but you can’t convince the 
northern markets of this fact. The 
only way to do it la to produce qual­
ity aggs, and market them under a 
Texas brand, and by so doing finally 
eliminate the atigma.

The South Plains and the Slaton 
territory can aid tremendously in 
this. Why not make the world take 
off ita hat to Texas in the poultry 
industry as well as in cotton, wheat, 
fruit, and mineral wealth?

Civic pride ia the greatest factor 
in the world in the upbuilding of e 
town into a great city. Civic pride 
seeks the olimiaatkn of everything 
unsightly and disease-breeding.

The city o f Slaton has an ordinance 
which requires sanitation about pr«p- 

ty premises { but officials have been 
lenient in enforcing this oiVi- 

nsnee, hoping that citisens of their 
own niitiative would co-operate in 
garbage disposal.

This, however, has not been done, 
and there are net enough people who 
have garbage cans to make it profit­
able for the city to employ a man to 
collect the refuse and garbage.

At present all garbage is dumped 
in a place in the canyon provided for 
that purpose but in the not far dis­
tant future our city commission may 
ace fit to buy an incinerator in which 
the garbage may be burned.

KNOW TEXAS

Texas lent year produced a wheat 
crop ( f  17,045,000 bushels valued at 
<21,713,000.

Last year Texas produced 81,200 
tons of cabbage valued at <2,436,000. 
Nearly all of it was raised in the Rio 
Grande valley.

Texas Is the leading producer of the 
Bermuda onion. In 1026 the state 
produced 2,562,000 bushels valued at 
3,402,000.

Only five crops —  cotton, corn, 
wheat, oats and grain sorghums - 
produce more annually than the sweet 
prtato crop in Texas. The yearly 
value is almost <9,000,000.

The moat rapid natural gas develop­
ment in the United State# ia now go- 
hqr on in Texas. Last year more 
than 2.&00 miles of pipe lines were 
laid aver t!ie state.

Ask HoteTs Name 
Be uHotel Forresf

Last Tuesday, S. 8. Forrest, owner 
of the Singleton Hotel here which is 
undergoing complete remodeling, ou­
tlie rised the Slaton Chamber of Com­
merce to choose a new name for the 

hotel, if this was deemed wise.
A prise contest was announced, <25 

being offered to go into the cemetery 

association’s treasury end be credited 

to the person or persons suggesting 
the name decided upon.

On Wednesday after the announce­
ment was made Tuesday. 3uo Slatrn 
citizens signed a petition asking that 
the hotel bw renamed and called "Ho­
tel Forrest.” J. W. Hood, president 
of the Chamber of Commerce, pre­
sented the petition t.i Mr. Forrest 
and told him It represented the sen­
timent of the Slaton Chamber and of 
the 300 individuals who signed the 
petition.

Although very reluctant to do so, 
Mr. Forrest agreed to accept the ulti­
matum presented by such a vast num­
ber of his fellow citisens, and said the 
hotel’s name would be changed as re­
quested. Chamber of Commerce of­
ficials emphasised the fact that Mr. 
Forrest had made no suggestion as to 
what the new name, if any, should be, 
but rather had declined to have any 
part in it, snd was personally unfa­
vorable to the name Hotel Forrest.

Because of the overwhelming senti­
ment for the name as suggested by 
the petitioners, the prise contest was 
abruptly ended Wednesday. The prise 
money will go into the cemetery asso­
ciation’s treasury to the credit of the 
Chamber of Commerce. J. W. Hood, 
G. J. Catching and F. C. Rector cir­
culated the petitions requesting the 
new name.

The remodeling of the hotel in­
cludes the rc finishing of the whole 
interior, installation of a new heating 
system, a number of private baths 
and four public baths, new concealed- 
type lighting fixtures, new furniture, 
lavatories for all outside guest rooms, 
new rugs tor all rooms and hallways, 
and a new annex at the rear of the 
building providing 
guest r< ores. Outside rear porches | 
are fireproof and have steel fir# j 
eccapes. A large sample room ia pro­
vided for conveniences of traveling 
salesmen.

Other improvements are yet to be 
made. An attractive front entrance 
will be arranged. The entire building 
will be stuccoed over the outside brick 
walls. The addition t f  a coffee shop 
is planned for the near future.

Flans have been drawn and ar 
rungements are complete for adding 
a third story to the building, if pat­
ronage justifies it, according to Mr. 
Forrest. Inspection of the foundation 
■hows that the structure will easily 
carry a third floor, he stated. If 
the third atery is built, an elevator 
system will be included.

A f< rmsl opening, to which the pub­
lic will be invited, is to be held when 
the improvements are completed, Mr. 
Forrest said.

Baldwin Tidies Rap 
At Trial Marriage 
In Rotary Speech

Having the Subject, “History- of 
the Human Family Relation,” Roy 

A. Baldwin was the principal speaker 
Friday noon at the regular luncheon 

of the Slaton Rotary club.
The speaker traced the early origin 

and development of family life, show­
ing that group families constituted the 

first* forms. luster the patriarchal 
and matriarchal families developed, 
giving pie.’* minance to polygamy and 
polyandry. In these families, the 
patriarch or matriarch held the pow-

Monogamous marriage was the 
next form of family relation referred 
to, and it is the one practiced in all 
civilized countries today. Mr. Bald­
win declared this to be the highest; 
form of family life the wi rid has ever 
known.

"Attacks are being made upon 
monogamous marriage today by many 
people,” said the speaker, “and ef­
forts are openly made to advance the 
idea ’trial’ marriages and ‘probation- 
al* marriages. Such attacks are 
striking at the very ba»is of civiliza­
tion,” he declared. 0

Contending that the large number 
of divorces being granted m w in this 
country is not thething to alarm us, 
Mr. Baldwin said what we really 
should be slarmed over is the fort 
that there is less regulation of hu­
man marriage than there is of breed­
ing fine herds of stock. He said mar­
riage properly regulated by law would 
solve many angles of ttye divorce 
problem, because it would strike at 
the r< ot of most divorce causes.

The »ddr.»«s was concluded with the 
statement that juvenile delniqttency. 
so common nowadays, is preventable 
largely through improving the blood 
of the race, not so much through 
reform measures. Also, it was point 
ed out that society is not d< omed. but 
that society must use good judgment 
in solving its bask- problems by going 
to the root of the troubles found and 
applying intelligent thought to cor­
rective measures.

The 
third purpose is to recount the expe­
riences and methods of the individu­
als among this distinguished group 
for the benefit of agriculture as n 
whole.

Tyler, Convert, 
Baptist Church 

Speaker Sunday
John Tyler, said to be the world's 

most wonderful convert, and regard­
ed by many Christian ministers of 
America as the greatest living ex­
ample of grace, will fill thd pulpit 
of the Frist Baptist Church here Sun­
day morning, accnrdnig to an an­
nouncement by Rev. B. G. Iloll* way, 
pastor of the church.

His arbjoct will be, "U p  FVom 

Hell.”
For fifty years Mr. Tyler was a 

drunkard, a gambler and an outcast. 
Trying to break himself of his hab­
its, for twenty-nine yearn he traveled 

every country of the globe. Thirty- 
four times across the Atlantic, twelve 
times through the Suez canal, ten 
times around the Cape i f  Good Hope, 
nine times around Cape Horn, once 
through th» Straits of Magellan bc- 
t\m 0 Terra Del Fuego and Pats- 
gotna, Arne back <to this country 
twenty-two years ugo to die, a physi­
cal and mental wreck, and was 
picked up from a park bench by the 
famous Jerry McAuley Mission, 
since which time be has become and 
is regarded by the leading Christian 
ministers and evangelists of this 
country as the m<st powerful speak­
er of his typo in America.

Mr. Tyler, who has ht*4n recently 
in and around Abilene, had eight 
thousand people to hear him. He 
cimes from one of Virginia's best 
faamilies, had all the advantages both 
American and European universities. 
His father was the wealthiest man in 
the State of Virginia after the war. 
After his school days in America he 
was sent to Paris to be finished eff 
where he became a gambler, eventu­
ally a drunkard. He waa disowned 
by his family and disinherited by his 
father and reinstated ip the good- 
graces of his family by a codicil in 
his will revoking fcis former will, 
receiving nis inheritance. He came 
back to New York City and lived at 
a great rate for three years.

At the dedication of the John Mar- 
kle Hotel, the greatest hotel of it* 
kind in New York City built exclu­
sively fer outcast men, Mr. Tyter was 
the speak »r at its dedication. The 
New York Times, in speaking of the 
dedication (November 21, 1927) has 
the following:

"Millionaires, society people, con­
verted drvnkards and reformed crim­
inals rubbed ^elbows and shoulders 
when the old McAuley Mission dodi- 
cates ite new hotel contributed by 
John Markh, muKtmlllicaatoe coal op­
erator. Of all its thousands of con­
verts, John Tyler of Vlrglnin was 
sleeted bo give the dedicatory address. 
Tyler has attracted more attention 
than any convert of this age, and has 
traveled throughout England, France 
and Europe and many other countries, 
telling the story cf his redemption. 
We are sure that he will ho flatted 
bp n full house and that the poopte 
will appreciate his coming to a town 
of this siso.
