Care of Calf ,_
Often Measures
Value of Cow

Although the cow is mother to the
calf, the calt- is also mother to the
cow, according to C. W. Mcintyre,
Juckson County, Missouri. This is
not quite the riddle it sounds, but is
rather a new version of the old saying
that the boy is the father to the man.

The care of the calf, as Mr, Mcln-
tyre points out, is very important to
the future life of the cow and the pro-
fits in cattle "raising can often be
traced back to the calf’s care and
raising.

It is very important, he continues,
that the calf receive the colostrum or
first milk of its mother for the first
two or four days. From the sixth to
the tenth day, six to ten pounds of
milk «hould be fed daily, but after the
thirtieth day, one pound of milk for
cach ten pounds of live weight will be
sufficient. Experiments show !h'l"
the best results follow the feeding )f
milk at a temperature of 100 degrees
which is just abovt body heat. The
calf should be fed three times a day |
at first because its stomach cunnu!!
hold more than enough food for a!
nine-hour period.

The calf will begin to nibble after
two weeks when a small amount of
grain can be given twice daily. Lﬂ‘rri
some alfalfa may be added to the|
ration.

Some gruin rations for calves fed
on skimmilk are: corn, three parts,
oaty three parts, wheat bran one part
and linseed meal one part; equal parts |

of oats, brun, corn, or ground blrk‘)‘;l'
five parts of oats, one part of comn,
three parts of bran, and one part uof
linseed meal. For a cdlf that is not
fed skimmilk this ration is suggested:
two parts ground oats, one part bran,
two parts corn and one part linseed
meal.

The replacement of small and in-
efticient electric utility plaats by
large modern units has been developed
§0 rapidly that there are today in the
United States 543 fewer such generat-
ing stations than in 1920, although the

cording to figvres compiled by the

United States Geological Survey.

At the beginning of 1920 there were
in the country 4,283 public utility gens
crating stations. At the beginning ‘of
1028 there were 3,740, In 1920 the
total installed capacity was 13,003,
972 kilowatts whereas it is now 27,
690,891 kilowatts, or more than double
the 1920 rating.

%hc individual average capacity of
these plants has inereased in this
period from about 2,000 kw, to nearly
7,600 kw.
