Judge I. R. Kelso, of St Louis,
Mo,, president of the Texas Utilities
Qompany, and allied companies, wis
in Slaton last Saturday whd again
Monday conferring with the city or-'
ficials and to announce a further re-
duction in the schedule of -rates
charged the city nnder contract for,
pumping the city's water supply.

The reduction amounts to approxi-
mately 30 percent below rates here-
tofore in force, and is a voluntury re-
duction on the part of the Company, |
and of course much appreciated by
the people of Slaton. This reduction |
will enable the city to pump twenty-|
five percent more water at no increase
whatever in cost, and will result in
cheaper water to consumers, especial- |
ly those who use a large quantity. l

Some five years ago ihe Texas Utils
ities Company put into effect what is
known as the Development rate, ap !
plicable ofly to municipalitics xi;:nimr1
twenty year contracts for pumping
and street lighting. Since those con-
tracts were signed the Company has
made some substantial reductions in
its street lighting schedules in all
those towns operating under the de-
velopment rate. It is now putting in-
to effect, under agreement with the
vities, a new rate for water pumping,
which is a reduction of about thirty
percent and will mean an enormous
saving to the City of Slaton on its
annual pumping bill. v
~ This new low rate will continue in
force, under the terms of a contract
signed with the city, for a period of
five years, and at the expiration of
that period the Company announces
that there will be another adjustment
in its development rate.

A few months ago the Texas Util-
ities Company, by voluntary action,
reduced its street lighting rates in
force throughout this southwestern
section, and Slaton got twenty-two
additional street lights without any
additional cost. The water pumping
rate is on a sliding scale, so that as
the volume of water consumed in-
creases the rate is automatically low-
ered. The new rates arve to be effee-
tive immediately.

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Apples, Grown in
U.S., are Shipped
To 72 Countries

Washington, D. C,, March 21.—
Nearly one-half of the world crop of
apples is produced in the United
States, according to a bulletin on ap-
ple production, prices and transporta-
tion costs made publie today by the
Bureau of Railway Economics.

“Apples from the United States,”
according to the bulletin, ‘are distri-
buted to all parts of the world, reach-
ing 72 different countries during the
yvear ended June 30, 1928, The Unit-
ed Kingdom was the largest market
for fresh afid canned apples exported
from this country, while Germany was
the largest market for dried “apples.

“Over 93,000 cars
shipped by rail from the producing
areas to markets in this country dur-
ing this same year.
within the United States was wide-
spread, apples from the Northwest
reaching all of the states, while those
from the Eastern and Central states
reached practically the entire terri-
tory cast of the Rocky Mountains.

“Figures covering the 66 most im-
portant markets in the country show
that apples from the state of Wash-
ington reached all of these markets,
those from Oregon reached 85, und
those from Idaho 54.
