reason of 1921 on thia continent. That 
field will cove a large aection of the 
north Atlantic Ocean, the renter of 
the field being aiwvut half way be­
tween Newfoundland and Ireland.

These facta give the starting point 
for anvone to tudy the crop weather 
of 1921. Th-* moisture from that 
great evaporation field will flow west­
ward with the wind to meet the east­
ward bound storm centers and most 
rain will fall where that moist air 
runs against rising lamia. Rivera 
und \ alleys that extend east and west 
and in which the river run eastward 
will be moat favored. But rains 
come only with severe storms, and 
when there are only a few severe 
storms during a crop season the rain­
fall will be greatly lessened. The rains 
from this storm wave will bring more 
favorable - rop weather to many sec­
tions east o f Rockies. Not much 
change west of Rockies. Following 
thia storm the frosts will go to about 
the average seasonal of latitude. Î aat 
week of \pril will average warmer 
than usual.

Near May I another high, or low 
temperature wave, will come out of

(Da. ft:8).

1. "Join hou*e to bouse" (v. 8).
2. "Lay field to field'' (v. H).
The avaricious grt*ed of these men

caused them to enlarge their estates 
ut the ev|s‘ii*e of their neighbor*. In 
agricultural districts it took the form 
of land-gruhhiug und the eviction of 
the small proprietor, und In the Coin- 
iiterciul centers the crowding out of 
the miiuII concerns hy the large cor- 
|H>r*tions. <i«sl bate* the spirit of 
avarice

II. Methods Employed in the Ac­
quisition of Wealth (A hios H id ).

1. "Swallowed up the needy" (v. 4). 
"Swallowed up" lllerully means to 
pant after, like * t**ust after its prey 
with eagerness to devour. Many to­
day get rich by swallowing up the 
needy.

2. “To make the |s>or of the lund 
ter fall" (v. 4). They were grasping 
after the houses and lunds of the pisir, 
and in order to accomplish this they 
im|H>vertshed them in every way pos- 
slide so as to root them out of the 
land This they doubtless did by 
withholding from them their luwful 
wages, an exsmple of which we find 
In James 5:4, and placing exorbitant 
tuxes upon them aud cheutlng them 
In the courts.

3. Itegrudged the to** of holy days 
(v. 5). They were restlessly  Impatient 
because of the restrictions of those 
days. Though outwardly conforming 
to the Sahhath they were seeking all 
the while to commercialize It. Muny 
t<Miay go to church for the sake of 
res|>ectahillty while Impatiently wait­
ing for the day to joins in order to 
to pursue their Imainess.

4. Dishonesty In huskess dealings
(v. 5). (1) They made the ephuh
small. Their measures were less than 
the price paid for. (2) They made 
the shekel great. The shekel being 
the coin u*cd to pay hills, the mer- 
< hunts put into circulation overweight 
shekels thus getting a higher price 
for thdr grain. The purchaser was 
thus cut nil both sides.

Washington, April 28.— High ba- 
• rometers bring low temperatures ami 

low bnrometers bring high tempera-, 
tures. It is the rule to leave out the 
word barometer, but always use the 
word temperature with the words 
high and low. The high is also the 
cool or cold wave and the low is the 

f storm center. To say high tempera­
ture is equal to saying low barometer, 
but the last cumbersome word is usu­
ally left out. My published charts for 
April indicated that the most severe 
storms of the month would begin in 
the northwest near Kith. Close hit.

Calculations indicate that the lows, 
or centers of the storms, for May, as 
they move southeastward, will cross 
Mer <linn '.Ml near, or not far i^rth 
of, St Louis. This suggests that May 
temperatures will generally average 
near normal. First warm wave cen­
ter, coming from the extreme north­
west and moving southeastward, will 
cross Meridian 90 near May 1, move 
to a |K>int half way between Chicago 
and New Orleans and then by way 
of Ottawa to Newfoundland, reaching 
latter near May 4, storm wave and 
cool w*ave following as usual.

No very high temperatures.
| Storms will be more severe than the 

average near May 3. Rains will be 
about normal; probably a little ex- 
eessive souheastward of ridges, high 
hills, mountain runges and in valleys 
•Standing and whose rivers Mow south 
eastward. Probably less than normal 
rains in localities occupying reverse 
localities.

These cropweather conditions only 
apply to May. Important changes 
are expected for every month on ac­
count of the changing positions of 
sun, moon and planets. Official 
science admits that the tides change 
every moon month and that sun, 
tnoon and planets are the causes. 
Our atmosphere has many of the 
qualities o f water, and why not tides 
in the atmosphere? Official science 
denied for many years, that the moon 
has anything to do in causing the 
tides. By official science 1 mean those
