Farms Go Electrical
A progress roport on tho Rural 

Electrification Administration pro­
gram in Texas was made Tuesday 
by B. Frank White, Acting State 
Director for tho Offico of Gover­
nment reports.

In 1936, Mr. White said, thero 
were only 11,460 farms in Texas 
enjoying the benefits of electric 
service, but today more than 70,008 
farm homes nnd mnny additional 
rural establishments, factories, 
schools, churches, stores, dairies 
and shops have this service—nn 
increase o f 510 percent.

Todny, one farm in 7, Mr. White 
snid, can flip the switch nnd call 
electricity to hand—to light tho 
night and do a hundred tasks better 
and moro swiftly.

With a very limited time to turn 
in your Income Tax. you should 
not wait until the last minute to 
get busy. There are hundreds o f 
citizens who will hnve to give re­
turns this year who have never 
made out income tax reports be­
fore .and Government officials are 
urging every one to send in rc­
turns ns soon ns possible.

Postmaster Scudder here in Sla­
ton has mnny of the forms that 
will fill the requirements of many 
of those who will be required to 
mnkc returns, nnd they nre avail­
able to those who call for them. 
J. H. Brewer nlso has a supply of 
these forms anti' will supply them 
to those who request them.

As the amount of income on 
which taxes nre required has been 
lowered, millions more Americans 
will hnve to render returns this 
year than aver before. Every single 
person who earned ns much as 
$800 in the year 1940 and every 
married couplo whose earnings 
amounted to ns much ns $2,000 will 
be required to make out rcturns. 
These returns must be mndc out 
regardless of whether n tax Is to 
be paid or not.

AH returns must be in tho hands 
of the collector o f Internal Revenue 
in Dallas by March 16th or a pen­
alty enn be charged.

| back in place.
The Church of Jesus Christ,

| the Lord Jesus us Saviour, is liken­
ed to tiie head of (hut body. Each 
believer is a member of the body 
of Christ.

When an arm is dislocated, it 
is not cut off from the human 
body. It is still a member of that 
body, and the blood running 

[through the head still runs through 
the arm. The life of the head is 
still in the arm. When a Christian 
has sin in his life, he is still a 
member of the body of Christ, and 
still has the life of thu Head in 
him. But when an arm is dislocated, 
it is in great pain. So with a Christ­
ian with sin in his life. He is a 
miserable person. He knows lie 
lias done wrong, and his conscience 
gives him no rest until he con­
fesses that sin to the Lord Jesus 
and gets rid of it.

When an arm is out of joint, it 
is useless to the body. So a Christ­

ian with sin In his llfo is useless 
to his Lordl Tho Christian servlco 
a bcllovor renders when ho hns sin 
in his life, Is not accepted by tho 
Lord.

When an arm is out of joint, 
the pain is felt through tho wholo 
body and through tho hend. Just so, 
when a Christian Ls sinning, it 
makes other Christians sad, and 
grieves the Lord Jesus.

When an arm is out of joint, it 
will neither obey the hend nor tho 
body. When a Christian hns sin in 
his life, ho does obey either the 
Lord Jesus or tho elders of tho 
ehurch who ure in spiritual au­
thority over him.

Tho thing to do with a dislo­
cated arm is to go to a doctor and 
have it put in place. The thing 
for a Christian to do when sin en­
ters his life is to confess it to the 
Lord Jesus, and put it away, and 
resolve never to do it again (I 
John 1:9).

In Cafe Battle

Nearly 135,00 Texans get their 
entire living from oil refining, a 
Statewide survey just completed 
by the Texas Mid-Continent Oil 
and Gas Association shoe*.

The oil refining branch of the 
atate’s petroleum industry furnish­
es jobs for 33,000 Texas workers, 
including office employees, with 
payrolls of $50,000,000 a year. 
Counting four persons to a family, 
a total of 132,tib Texans obtain 
their livelihood from oil refining 
alone, the survey shows.

Texas oil refineries refine 82 
per cent as much crude oij ns Tuxus 
produces, an lncrense of 28 per 

•cent over 1033, the association re­
ported. This is in contrast with 
Texas cotton, of which' only about 
1 per cent is processed in Texas, 
and Texas « ool and mohair, vir­

tually nono of which is processed 
here. Most Texas raw materials 
are shipped out of the state to 
other parts o f the world for man­
ufacturing, to the virtual exclusion 
of Texas labor.

“The result is that thousands of 
Texans arc afforded employment. 
This would not be the case if the 
bulk of the crude oil produced here 
were shipped out to be refined by 
pctrolepm refineries situated in 

j other states. Most Texns refineries 
| now operate on a profit of a small 
, fraction- of n cent per gallon of 
| gasoline, their principal product.

I Anything which would add even, 
n part of a cent a gallon to their 
costs would seriously injure Texas’ 

.largest manufacturing industry and 
affect the livelihood nnd welfare
