School Buildings

Many school buildings in all 
parts o f Texas are being built or 
have been approved to be construc­
ted with N YA  labor, among which 
arc Victoria, Bracketsville, Den­
ton, Weslaco, Edna and many oth­
ers.

Just what plans will be worked 
out by the School Board have not 
yet been announced but progress 
has been made und will be given 
ns soon as they have taken defin­
ite shape.

At the regular meeting o f tho 
City Commissioners this week two 
resolutions were introduced and 
passed unanimously that will make 
drastic changes in the operation 
o f the water and policu depart­
ments.

The one that will affect the most 
citizens of Slaton is the order for 
the police department to rigidly 
enforce the traffic rules. Tho ord­
er has gone out that beginning 
Monday alt traffic violators shall 
be given tickets and all receiving 
tickets must be fined.

Mayor Teague said that no ex­
ceptions w ill bo made and that 
every one who is convicted o f 
breaking a traffic law will be fined 
regardless of age, color, creed or 
profession. “ We have had more 
difficulty in enforcing the traffic 
light regulations than uny other 
and wo wish to hereby notify ev­
ery motorist that we are placing 
special enforcement officers to 
watch the traffic lights and that 
anyone not following the regula­
tions will be promptly arrested. 
There will be no exceptions.”

The other resolution passed un­
animously by the commissioners is 
regarding the payment of water 
bills. A very limited number of 
Slaton citizens have been lax about 
paying their bills, and, after care­
ful consideration, the Commission 
decided that the watch department 
should regulate the water accounts 
just ns other cities do, and that 
is to cut o ff the water service when 
the account becomes delinquent.

The resolution that was passed 
instracted the water superintend­
ent to have all water service cut 
o ff  from those who do not pay 
their bills before tho 10th o f each 
month. A t present a penalty is 
added to the bills on the 10th o f 
each month. This will be con­
tinued but if the bill is not paid by 
the ICth the water will be cut o ff  
and an additional penalty will bo 
charged to have the service renew­
ed.

Tho Mayor and commissioners 
say thnt there is no "foolin” , this 
time und that they intend to en­
force these regulations.
