For No. 1. grade grain sorghum
in farm structures, the loan rate
has been set at 40 cents per bushcl'
while 38 cents will be paid for No.|
2 sorghum, On nos. 3 and 4 grades,
the prices have been set at 35
cents and 30 cents rcsp\-cli\'--ly.‘
and “mixed" grain at 2 cents l\'ss'
per bushel. Grain with |nuinlur--l
content in excess of 13 percent, il'l
stored on farms, and 14 percent!
[il' stored in elevators, as well as!
{ weevily or smutty grain, will not |
be eligible for loans, Mr. l.illcy!
explained.

Warchouse-stored grain will be
about 7 cents per bushel less than
farm stored grain, the AAA offic-
ial said, since storage charges will
be paid by the CCC on grain sor-
ghum delivered to the Corporation.

As in the case of wheat and bar-
ley, applications for loans will be
handled through the County AAA
committees, and may be made to
approved lending agencies or the
Commodity Credit Corporation.
Loans will be available up to Jan-
uary 31, 1942; and all notes will
mature on demand or June 30,
1942, the chairman said.

Someone has said that God's
righteousness is that righteousness

Him to require. God has revealed |
His righteousness through His
Son Jesus Christ. Unless we can
own n righteousness as pure and
holy and as free from the guilt
of the law as we find in Jesus
Christ, then our mouths must be
stopped and our ears open to hear
God's way.

God's Word says, “All we like
shecp have gone astray; we have
turned everyone to his own way,
and the Lord hath laid on Him
(Jesus Christ) the iniquity of us
all.” Many in the apostle Paul's
day were substituting self-right-
eousness for that which God of.
fers. Such self-righteousness we
find in the heathen as they fasten
their prayers on a windmill and be-
lieve that the thousands of times
they go around on the windmill
somehow give the pray-ers a bet.
ter chance before their god. They
have their counterpart in Christian
lands.

But man is too low to be saved
by his own righteousness. His
moral stature is too short to at-
tain the rewards of righteousness
and holiness. However far along
the ladder of mortality he has
come, he cannot attain unto full
perfection; therefore his is short
And “Whosoever shall keep the
whole law, and yet offend in one
point, he is guilty of all” (James
2:10).

What can we do then? Accept
the righteousness that Christ of-
fers, The prodigal son wandered
in the far country and graduated
with a degree of H and H—hogs
