Our Weekly Sermon-
Tho Gospel of God’s Grace

By Dr. Max I. Reich, Director of 
Jewish Missions Course Moody 
Bible Institute, Chicago.

The word “ gospel’’ comes from 
an old Anglo-Snxon root and sim­
ply means glad tidings. God now 
would have all men be made glad 
with the tidings that Ills grace is 
uvuilablo to meet their deepest 
need.

Now this wonderful gospel may 
be considered under three heuds.

1. The glad tidings o f the grace 
that saves.

To the man who knows that sin 
has ruined him, who fears the 
judgment of divine holiness on sin, 
who feels bankrupt and lost and 
is helpless to extricate himself 
from the deep mire in which he is 
sinking, the gospel o f the grace 
that saves is good news indeed.

2. The glad tidings of the grace 
that keeps.

A “ saved”  man may become 
fearsome thnt he may fa ll into his 
besetting sins and be lost again. 
The gospel o f the grace o f God 
reassures such a one. Grace is the 
overflow of a “ love which doth not 
alter when it alternation finds,” 
to quote the great words o f Shake­
speare. It keeps as well ns saves. 
It is n “ love which will not let us 
go”  until it has placed our feet 
within the Father’s house above.

3. The glad tidings o f the grace 
that restores.

What o f the one who has grown 
cold and wandered o ff into the far 
country among the swine? What 
about the poor, unhappy backslid 
cr? The gospel of God speaks of 
RESTORING grace thnt follows us 
into the deepest darkness o f self- 
despair and to the farthest dis 
tnnee o f separation from the pur­
ity and plenty of the Father's 
house. It  may have to hedgo up 
all our ways with thorns, txccpt 
the one way home ngain. But it

will bring back its own.
Abraham, when ho believed God 

and it was reckoned to him for 
righteousness, illustrates the first 
kind o f grace.

The consciously helpless believer 
is “ kept by tho power of God 
through faith," and experiences 
tho second kind of grace.

The bruised', broken, and discour­
aged buckslider learns of the per­
sistency and preseverance o f the 
love thnt gave its all on the cross 
o f Calvary, and that like the pot­
ter in Jeremiah’s purnhle docs not 
throw away the marred vessel, but 
remakes it until it becomes the 
vessel that reflects credit on Ills 
m aster-skill.
