IT’S TIME T O  W A T C H  
O U T FOR HUNTERS

A timely and urgent warning 
against the careless handling of 
firearms during the hunting seas­
on was issued this week by Doctor 
<Jeo. W. Cox, State Health O ff i ­
cer.' '  “  ............... ..

“ During the year 1910 a total 
of 179 denths occurred in Texas 
ns a result of firearm accidents, 
by far the majority of them due 
to hunting activities,’ ’ said Doctor 
Cox. "A  hunter’s loaded gun when 
not carried on safety is a menace 
to himself and to everyone within 
firing range."

Doctor Cox pointed out that 
while hunting is one of the na­
tion’s most enjoyable outdoor 
sports, this dcplorabie toll of hu­
man lives goes on annually due al­
most entirely to carelessness. 
“ Many men gq hunting year after 
year without harm to themselves 
or their companions because they 
handle a gun cautiously and with 
good sense," he declared.

“ There is little excuse for the 
brand of carelessness or clumsi­
ness thnt kills. If each hunter will 
use precautions to go through the 
hunting season without accidental j 
Injury to himself or his hunting 
companion, the death toll in Tex-1 
ns from firearm accidents will be 
reduced ncnrly seventy-five per 
cent," Doctor Cox stated.

COTTON INSURANCE  

T O  BE ISSUED SOON

Cotton crop insurance is the 
next big issue for Texas farmers, 
according to Donald L. Cothran, 
state cotton insurance supervisor.

Taking precedence over cotton 
insurance this fall have been rush 
orders for 1942 special allotments 
for Food-For-Freedom pledges 
throughout the state, Cothran ex­
plained.

When increased production of 
foods in the national defense pro­
gram were called for, county AAA 
offices faced the gigantic task of 
issuing 1942 cotton .wheat, rice, 
peanut nnd Irish potato allot­
ments to Texas farmers by Nov. 1. 
Special allotments under AAA 
farm programs usually reach farm­
ers by early spring, Cothran said

The records of this organization 

cannot bo found, so this account 
is made from memories of past 
members and officers.

About 1915, the first “ Mother’s 
Club”  was organized in the school 
new known ns West Ward, but was 
at that time the only school build­
ing in Slaton. It was a two story 
building, but after a storm it was 
decided to lie unsafe and the up­
per story was removed.

Mrs. Joe Smith was elected the 
first president of this club. Mr. 
Faulkner was school superinten­
dent at that time. This club thriv-1 
ed for a time, but since it was a 
Mother’s Club, the teachers didn’ t 
take much interest in It and it fin­
ally died. A “ Home Economics”  
club was organized and a lot of 
mothers and teachers joined it and 
although it was not n school pro­
ject, they did much for the school, 
including getting Home Economics 
placed in the school and entertain­
ing the teachers nt the beginning 
of each school year.

The school grounds were cleared 
and gravelled and library books 
bought.

Mrs. J. It. McAtoe served os 
president in 1922-’23. By this 
time a new High School building 
was complete (the present Junior 
High) and the West Wnrd had 
been built. The Parent-Teacher 
Association put sidewnlka around 
the new building and out to tho 
street. They printed a cook book.

Mrs. Carl Greer, Mrs. It. II. Todd 
and Mrs. W. It. Lovett were fol­
lowing presidents and during this 
time, the Cafeteria wns established 
and free meals were served to 
needy children.

Mrs. L. C. Odom served ns presi­
dent from 1929 to 1931 and more 
trees were set out and the District 
Parent Teacher Association was 
entertained in Slaton for three 
days, with 360 visitors registering. 
The custom of linving n Hallowe’en 
Carnival was started and has been 
retained.

Mrs. J. II. Brewer nnd Mrs. Fred 
Schmidt served as presidents from 
1931 to 1934 nnd during this time, 
more playground equipment and 
library books were bought nnd a 
first aid room wnR equipped. Boom 
mothers were appointed, who as­
sisted the teachers in improving 
individual rooms. A citizenship 
club was organized nt school and 
we had a School of Instruction for 
members to learn more of the work.

Mrs. V. O. Dunn, Mrs. Kyle 
Blnckerby nnd Mrs. J. C. Jenkins 
were the following presidents.

The first Catholic Church in 
Slaton was built in 1011, with 
Father Itiesdorf as pastor. The 
congregation consisted of approxi­
mately three families.

In 1017 a new church was erect­
ed on the grounds now occupied 
by the Parochial School. The form­
er church was made into u rec­
tory and still serves ns the home 
of our present pastor.

The very Reverend T. 1). O’ Brien j 
has been pastor of S. Joseph'sI 
Church since 10117. He has been 
successful In building a new school 
and the present church, the old ' 
church having been demolished 
during a storm In 1931. In more 
recent years new pews and a 
Hammond Electric Organ have 
been installed in the church.

There are approximately one 
hundred and twenty families in 
the parish at this time. Active j 
societies in the church include the { 
Knights of Columbus and Holy 
Name Societies for men, the Altar j 
Society and both young men and 
young Indies’ Sodality. The Sla­
ton Parish Council became afflll-'l 
ated with the National Council of 
Catholic Women in 193(3, and the 
men’s organization became affili­
ated with the National Council of 
Catholic men in 1910.

A Parochial School was organiz­
ed in February of 1921, with an 
enrollment of sixty pupils which 
was Inter increased to about one 
hundred.
