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Collect And Sell Your Scrap Rubber Today
Crowd Expected At Auction Sat.

MOVES-
President Roosevelt ordered an 

intensive drivo this week and next 
to collect from homes, offices, 
fnrms and factories all articles of 
rubber that have been or can be 
discarded. The scrap rubber is be­
ing collected by the Nation’s gas­
oline filling stations, transported 
to central collection points by pe­
troleum industry trucks and sold 
to the Rubber Recovery Corpora­
tion. Filling stations are paying 
n cent a pound for the rubber. Un­
der Secretary of War Patterson 
reported Army and Navy crude 
rubber requirements during the 21 
months after April 1, 1942, wjjl be 
800,000 tons, compnred with the 
present U. S. reserve of 000,000 
tons. He said he hoped the diffen- 
ence would be made up by the syn­
thetic production program.

Commerce Secretary Jones said 
the RFC will finance the construc­
tion of a 24-inch pipeline from 
Longview, Tcxns, to Salem, 111., at 
nn estimated cost o f $35 million. 
The pipeline will be completed De­
cember 1 and will hnve a capacity 
of 300,000 barrels a day. It will 
require 125,000 tons of steel, the 
WPB said, but will not interfere 
with steel deliveries for Army, 
Navy and Maritime Commission 
needs. Mr. Jones said necessary 
personnell to construct and oper­
ate the lino will be furnished by 
the industry.

The WPB limited the use of 
steel in the manufacture of baby 
carriages nnd prohibited the use 
of any other metal, except gold 
and silver, in such manufacture. 
The Board placed similar restric­
tions on production of liturgical 
articles such ns crucifixes, chnlicos 
nnd candlesticks. Deliveries of 
•welding rods and electrodes were 
restricted to orders with high pref­
erence ratings, or to specified 
Government agencies nnd accredit­
ed schools of welding. The Board 
prohibited use of any but low-al­
loy steels in manufacture of chis­
els, hammers, punches nnd other 
tools, nnd prohibited .after Sep­
tember 1, production of mattresses 
or pads containing iron or steel.

President Roosevelt created an 
Office of War Information, headed 
by Elmer Davis, writer and radio 
commentator, who was given au­
thority to direct all the war infor­
mation functions of the Govern­
ment. The new agency will con­
solidate the functions and duties 
o f the Office of Facts and Figures, 
the Office o f Government Reports, 
the Foreign Information Service 
of the Office of the Co-ordinator 
of Information, and certain activ­
ities o f the Division of Informa­
tion in the Office for Emergency 
Management.

The White House announced the

May 29 to June 4. In addition, the 
President and Mr. Molotov discuss­
ed mensures for speeding U. S.

loving peoples. Both sides state 
with satisfaction the unity o f their 
views on all these questions,”  the 
announcement said. The State De­
partment reported the U. S. and 
the Soviet Union have signed a 
Lcnd-l<ea»e agreement similar to 
those between the U. S. and Britain

the President’s appeal for scrap 
rubber. According to statistics and 
the laws of average there should 
be a great deal more scrap rubber 
uvailuble in und near Slaton than 
has been turned in.

That the release of all scrap 
rubber is o f vital importance to 
every patriotic American should 
Ik* self evident. The citizens o f 
this community have shown their 
loyalty by buying generously of 
War Bonds and even though they 
are perhaps slow in acting to the 
appeal of our President In the 
end our share of scrap rubber will 
be delivered.

Upon the results o f the campaign 
depends thc  extent gasoline ration­
ing will be enforced and the 
amount of deliveries and use o f 
trucks and tractors for farm use.

All o f the large nnd small pe­
troleum refineries o f the nation 
have banded together to make tho 
campaign a success and have taken 
on the responsibility of buying the 
scrap rubber which will be sold to 
the Government or donated to the 
USO, the Red Cross and Army and 
Navy Relief.

There are two ways that scrap 
rubber is being accepted by the 
Service Stations. Those who wish 
to sell their scrap are paid 1 cent 
per pound, those who wish to do­
nate the scrap may do so. Tho do­
nated rubl*cr is kept separate from 
that that is Itought and the revenue 
from the donated scrap is given to 
the charities mentioned above. 
Those bringing in scrap should re­
move all metal or 'wood and cloth 
from the discarded urticlcs before 
delivery to the Service Stations.

One service station reported 
Tuesday that John Chiidresa of 
Slaton hud donated over 100 pounds 
All old tires will be accepted at 
their net weight and paid for at 
the rate of 1c per pound regardless 
o f condition.

fast as it Mill go.

G. E. Welch, who Is a member 
of the Volunteer Fire Department, 
has n set of tires on his car that 
have been driven over 35,000 miles 
and hp estimates that they are 
good for over 15,000 miles more.
