With two weeks remaining be­
fore registration gets under way 
for gasoline rationing and before 
trucks and commercial vehicles 
must have ODT certificates of war 
necessity in order to operate, all 
eyes on the Home Front thus week 
turned to the government’s mile­
age rationing plan—a plan which 
it is hoped will keep all America 
transportation rolling on rubber 
tires for essential travel.

Will I he allow­
ed enough gasoline to look after 
my stock? May I keep my trailer 
tires?"

The government’s idle tire pur­
chase plan caused nmny inquir­
ies to OPA officials. It was em­
phasized tliat “A" books will be 
denied passenger car owners if 
they possess more than five tires 
for each passenger car they own. 
The Railway Express Agency is 
the official idle tire station. Ex­
cess tubes are not included in the 
program but the government will 
buy them because they are needed 
badly. Truck-type tires are not In­
cluded in the program hut Uncle 
Sam will buy them too. Truck-type 
tires are marked as such on the 
sidewall of the casing. Tires actu­
ally mounted on the running wheel 
of passenger car trailers and simi­
lar equipment mny be retained but 
no spare passenger-type tires are 
permitted for such equipment.

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Girls To Meet
COLLEGE STATION, Oct. 30.— 

More thun 38,000 Texas 4-11 girls 
■will lay the results of their year’s 
work on the line for inspection dur 
ing National 4-H Achievement 
Week, November 7 to 14.

Their aims, says Onah Jacks, 
state girl’s club agent for the A. 
& M. College Extension Service, 
was expressed in the Victory De­
monstrator's pledge, and 25,000 of 
them tried to live by it.

According to Miss Jacks, the 
major effort of Texas 4-11 Club 
girls was production of food. They 
took greater interest in controlling 
garden insects and as a consequen­
ce increased food production in 
some place.s by 25 per cent without 
corresponding outlay for land, seed 
and water. A total of 1,782,856 
quarts of food were put up by 4- 
H Club girls through September. 
In some counties they used a type 
of neighborhood leader plan of 
their own for helping all of the 
people of a community in economi­
cal production of food.

More than 24,000 club members 
did field work during the year. 
They drove tractors, plowed and 
planted with teams, hauled cotton, 
grain, fruit, vegetables and other 
crops to market, and worked in 
dairies. Nearly 5,000 cared for and 
repaired farm machinery. Many as­
sumed more house work, care of 
gardens, chickens and cows to en­
able older members of families 
more time for work in the fields. 
About 20,000 girls took the respon 
sibility for the care and repair of 
home equipment, clothing and hou­
se furnishings.

In scrap collecting Texas club 
girls turned in 7,013,274 pounds 
of metal; 1,189,612 pounds of pap­
er, burlap and rags; 1,036,680 
pounds of rubber, and bought $107, 
103 worth of War Bonds and 
Stamps. About 4,500 took first aid 
and home nursing courses, and 
more than 13,000 are cooperating 
in some type of war or defense 
work.
