W hile some still cling to the 
’idea o f breaking in a swimmer 
with water wings or an inflated 
tube, Mr. Borodkin believes their 
use promotes false confidence. 
Teach them to swim in shallow 
water, he says, and they won’t 
need water wings.

He also contends that exposure 
to the sun can be as dangerous 
as carelessness In the water. "Too 
many people take a look nt the 
bron/c-skinned life guard," Mr. 
Borodkin said, “ and expect to 
come home the first day with a 
coat o f tan like his."

Take the sun in small doses at 
first, is his expert advice. And 
protect the skin by applying 
suntan lotion before exposure. 
Generous use o f a bottle o f sun­
tan oil w ill avoid a painful sun­
burn later.

Here are some o f Mr. Borod­
kin's rules for safe swimming at 
the beach, the pond or the pool:

Swim in protected areas.
Avoid too much fun and use a 

bottle of suntan lotion for added 
orolection.

Wait at least one hour after 
eating.

Don't be a "channel swimmer* 
— avoid long distances.

Don't dive unless you know the 
depth of the water.

Don’t leave children too long 
in cold water.

Don't be an acrobat at the 
beach or pool.

Don't duck others— it's danger­
ous fun.

In surf bathing, don’t dive over 
a wave— it may be shallow on the 
other side.

Never buck the current or tide. 
Swim diagonally to it.

Swim parallel to the shore, not 
away from it

Keep away from piers and 
jettys.

Deep water doesn’t mean good 
swimming. The 1936 Olympic 
tryouts were held in four and one 
half feet of water.

Don't rely on personal judg­
ment. Ask a guard for informa­
tion about the beach, currents 
hidden rocks and holes.

And ns an extra precaution fot 
those who like txvois. Mr. Borod­
kin gives these 5‘don't" rules:

(1 ) Don’ t run on wet tile.
(2 ) Don't lake a running dive 

off the side o f a pool.

D O ZEN  EGGS M O N TH LY

Any hen laying less than a doz- 
en eggs a month is losing money 
for her owner, considering pre­
vailing prices of feed und eggs. 
These inefficient hens should be 
culled from laying flocks, the Tex­
as A

Busy Shoppers
and M. College Extension 

Service is advising furin families 
and buckyurd poultry raisers ufi 
the state.

A hen consumes about five 
pounds of feed per month even 
though she is not laying, so fur­
ther reduction of luying flocks is 
being sought by the government 
in view of the current feed short­
age. For the nation ns u whole, 
the reduction sought is one o f ev­
ery seven hens.

According to Sain Moore, 'Exten­
sion poultt y specialists, most Tex­
as flocks could lose one o f every 
seven hens, nnd with proper cull­
ing profits would increase. Until 
recently, he says, Texas egg pro­
duction this year has exceeded last 
year’s for the same period, al­
though tho state has reduced its 
poultry imputation to or below 
pre-war numbers.

He 
indicates that there are huge 
amounts of shell eggs and poultry 
meat in storage and the demand 
for fresh eggs has been good this 
spring.
