Countries now receiving such
aid are Poland, Czechoslovakia,
Austria, Germany, Hungary, Italy,
Rumania, Yugoslavia, Finland,
Norway, Denmark, Holland, and
displaced persons in England.
Plans have been made to repeat
the child-feeding program which
last year made possible an extra
meal a day for three months for
80,0000 children in 7 countries
Providing supplementary food ra-
tions to displaced persons in youth
camps in Germany and Austria is
another project of Lutheran World
Action.
Support of “orphaned” Luther
an Missions in Africa, Palestine,
India, China, Japan, New Guinea,
and Indonesia will require $525.
000. These missions were cut off
from heir home bases in Ger
many and Scandinavia during the
war and were preserved only thru
the help of American Christians.
