The Board 9f Education of the 
Slaton Independent School District 
in a recent meeting approved the 
above profile to -be that of the new 
school building to be erected 
soon as the plans are completed 
and the contractor has been em­
ployed. It is to be trected on the 
sité o f the present Junior High 
School Building. Much time has 
been spent In the planning of the 
building and every Item that wasj 
deemied necessaiy was put into 
it. It is to be' heated by a hot air 
system that will remain in opera­
tion IhroughOUt the day and night 
as long as the weather warrants

even heat in 411 parts o f the build­
ing for tho entire winter. It is 
to be two hundred ond ninety 
bight feet long and fifty seven 
feet wide, having sixteen class- 

roo®z. two heater
•^ V W / to n  jnusic rooms, an of­

fice, a bookroom and a storage 
room.

Present plans call for the re­
modeling of the present primary 
building sq that it will contain an 
auditorium to broaden the assem 
bly programs and the use,of visual 
aids In'instruction as well as serve

in other capacities. In addition to 
the aduitorium It will also contain I 
a modem cafeteria. The Woodrow 
Wilson School will be repaired and 
put into good condition and will be 
refinished on the outside. Ade­
quate auditorium space will be 
provided as well as a cafeteria.

The* Board of Education' has 
raised the tax rate from $1.25 to 
$1.50 per hundred dollar valuation. 
This was deemed necessary after 
due consideration in order that the 
nCw building as well as others, 
that may need it could be comple­
tely furnished with the necessary 
furniture, materials, teaching aids 
and lockers.

Ask For Paved 
Road To Slaton

The Lynn County News reported 
the following activities in Tahoka 
last week regarding the plans for 
a paved road between Slaton and 
Tahoka;
.j-JUudge Tom Carrad and County 
Commissioner E. J. Cooper made a 
trip to Austin week before last 
and appeared before the SUte 
Highway Commission in the in­
terest of the building, or comple­
tion, of a state highway running 
from Tahoka through Wilson and 
Slaton and thence on through east­
ern Lubbock and Hale counties to 
Plslnvlcw.

.Much of thU road has already 
been built

"ft  will be remembered that thU 
road was designated as a state 
highway a number of years ago, 
bnt during the war, It lost its de­
signation. However, a good hard- 
surfaced road has been built south 
from Flainvicw through Hale and 
most of Lubbock countie.s to the 
Yellow-house canyon north of SU- 
ton. Skipping the canyort, another 
stretch of the road has been paved 
from the south bank of Yellow- 
house into Slaton and from Sla­
ton down the Wilson road to the 
Lynn county line.

"Judge Garrad and Mr. Cooper 
were seeking to gel the stale high­
way commission to allocate paving 
of the road (ropi that point 
through Wilson and on to an tn- 
tcrsectlon with highway 87 two 
miles north of Tahoka. They be- 
liovc that the chances are fairly 
good to get this done, otherwise 
they propo.se finally for Lynn 
county to do it as a part of the 
farm-to-market rrs-id .nrogram.

Such a road would not only 
serve many Lynn county farmers 
but would relieve the heavy traffic 
over No. 87 in some degree.

Slaton, of course, will favor the 
paving of the road across the Can­
yon in Lubbock county as well as 
the Lynn county project.

Faith or opinion, which? 
There is a big difference. Witn- 
in this difference is found the 
cause of much of our religious 
confusion. I f  men today would 
only be guided in their religion 
by genuine Bible faith rather 
than by opinion our troubles 
would largely be over and our 
divisions would cease.

Faith has been correctly de­
fined as "belief in testimony,” 
Where no testimony has ever 
been presented there can be no 
real faith. That would be opin­
ion. For instance, if God had 
never In any way whatsoever 
revealed Himself to man and 
thus furnished him testimony 
of Himself, then man could 
have no faith in God. If God 
had never reveale<l testimony, 
the New Testament, concerning 
Jesus Christ, then we could not 
and would not have faith In 
Him who died’ for us. When 
testimony is prej^ented and man 
believes this te.sllmony, he then 
has faith. Paul so  teaches in 
Rom. 10:17: "So then faith
comes by hearing, .md hearing 
by the wonl of God."

In Hebrews 11, the great 
faith chapter, we have an ex­
ample given of "faith aad opin­
ion." Read carefully verses 17-

19. Cod had told Abraham that 
through Isaac He would make 
of him a mighty nation. Yet, 
God said later for Abraham to 
offer Isaac upon the altar. 
Abraham had faith that God 
would multiply his seed through 
Isaac because God had said so 
and thus 'given the testimony. 
Yet, God hadn't explained how 
he would do this and still have 
Abraham offer Isaac. Abraham's 
opinion was that God would 
raise him, Isaac, from the dead 
when he had sacrificed him. 
His was mere opinion for God 
had not said so. No testimony 
and therefore no faith.

I f  I .-im going to walk by 
faith in my religion then I 
must walk according to the re­
velation or tc.stimony furnished 
by the Lord. According to the 
Apostle Peter in 2 Peter 1:3 
God has furnished us all things 
that pertain td life and god­
liness. This we have in the New 
Testament. scriptures. That is 
why James refers to it as the 
"perfect law of liberty." James 
1:25. Whenever religiously we 
walk or act exactly as the New 
Testament directs then we arc 
walking by faith. For example, 
God in the New Testament has 
furnished the testimony that wc

should sing in our 'worship to 
Him. Col. 3:16. Let the word o f ' 
Christ dwell in you richly in all; 
wisdom; teadilng and admon­
ishing one another in pulma 
and hymns and spiritual songs, 
singing with grace in your 
hearts to the Lord. Singing, 
therefore, is a matter of faith. 
But, there is absolutely no 
testimony given in the New 
Testament for us to employ 
instruments of music in wor­
shiping the Lord. Hence, to 
practice such is to be guided b y  
opinion. No testimony—no faith. 
Surely it is then but the opin­
ion of man.

When tho preacher baptizes 
a penitent believer, they both it 
come to the water, go down 
into it both of them, and there 
I baptized him by a burial, it 
will be following the testimony 
given. Acts 8:36-39; Rom. 0-4. 
Since there is ho evidence in 
the New Testament that God 
wants it done in any other way, 
then it is only somo person's 
opinion 'when water Is sprinkled 
or poured on the candidate. Wo 
cannot be walking by faith in 
such practice for thero Is no 
evidence or testimony present­
ed in God's record. Are you 
walking by faith?
