The chicken is a toothless
creature yet it is able to con-
sume large quantities of hard
grain and dry grasses. It can
do this because Nature has
given it a different kind of
equipment with which to
grind food —- the gizzard,

This is the tough musclar
organ in which the grit or
gravel is retained to crush
and grind the feed. When it
is loaded with feed the giz-
zard begins to expand and
contract causing the hard grain
to be crushed and ground by
the pebbles or grit, When the
feed is reduced to finer form
by the grinding, it passes out
of the gizzard and on into the
intestine where it is digested
and assimilated by the bird's
body.

Impacted Crop

Of course if there is no
grit in the gizard no grind-
ing can be done. Impacted
crop or gizzard frequently re-
