NEW and Ingenious methods of 
locating and rescuing airmen 

forced down at *e* havo recently 
been davised. In R A F  and It C 
V.F. records are dctaflod reports of 
how hundreds of oilmen's lives 
have been saved from tho ocean un- 
ier conditions which would have 
meant certain death a few years 
back.

All this has been achieved do 
spite tho many-sided problem pre­
sented When land planes aro forced 
to attempt landings on water.

Bomber crows aro taught how to 
brace themselves (or tho impact of 
s  forced landing on water; how to 
Inflate their dinghy and climb Into 
U with minimum loss of time; and 
how (o release pigeon* telling their 
location and the time of the crash. 
• New types of dinghies have been 
designed and new kinds of food 
containers developed. Chief among 
these Is tho Lindholme sea rescue 
gear, recently adopted by tho 
R.C.A.F. r i te -  V

Tho Lindholme gear consists of 
flvo cylinder-shaped plywood con­
tainers, four of them waterproof, 
linked together by 2S0 yard* of 
floating cord. Tlieso aro dropped 
from the rescue plane like a "stick’’ 
of bombs.

The center parcel contains a 
large rubber dinghy, capable ut 
holding 7 or 8 men. which Inflate* 
automatically on contact with the 
water. The other four containers 
are seated to keep out water and 
hold food, clothing, comforts, and 
warning signals

To provide drink and nourish­
ment are tint of water, condensed 
milk, emergency rations, malted 
milk tablet*, chewing gum. and 
barley augar.

For warmth there are four 
waterproof sleeping suit* and eight 
"ererhol'* chemical bags. Shaken 
up with tea water and placed In­
side the sleeping suits, these bags 
dry out sodden clothing and gen­

M EAT alternates really need no 
introduction. You know them 

well: poultry, fish, milk, cheese, 
eggs, dried peas, beans, nut meats,

No one food

the milk, eggs, bread and so forth
that are already part of your daily 
menu pattern ao not rate as meat
alternates unless you serve an 
extra portion.

Not only that, but the size of 
portions of meat alternates must 
be at least doubled to equal the
food value in an average serving 

‘ :alof meat, which is very impractical 
for ordinary menu purposes. Luck­
ily, though, you can solve the prob­
lem either one of two ways on 
meatless days: (1) Serve two meat 
alternates a day — one for lunch.

one for dinner, and if possible, 
make one of them a first class pro­
tein. (2) Spread meat alternates 

all Y ’ ‘over all three meals— for example, 
ikedan extra large portion of cool 

cereal for breakfast; a generous 
serving of cheese with salad for 
lunch; beans plus a custard for 
dinner.

A parting reminder— eggs, milk, 
cheese, fish and poultry are first 
class proteins and therefore are 
the best substitutes for meat. The 
other •‘alternates’* are not rich 
enough in protein to be used con­
sistently if you can possibly 
help it.
