4  The Guard is not a Marching Society; it is not a group of men who 
like to wear uniforms and "play soldier”. It is a deadly earnest 
army, staffed by competent officers.

Problems and Mobilization Maneuvers for the month of August, 
all of which will be interesting, instructive and healthful.

13 The ranks of the T. S. G. have been somewhat depleted on ac­
count 'of the Federal draft.
