High School Boys To Get Training
The Slato ijrn lt of the Texas 

State Guard will Institute n mili­
tary training program for boys 
over 10 years of age. The pro­
gram Is designed to give the 
youth* bail* training in close or­
der drill*, military discipline, and 
primary tactic*. Any boy who has 
passed his 10th birthday nnd who 
can moot tho physical requirements 
will Iw eligible for the training. 
Two hours each week—from 8:30 
to 10:30 on Tuesday nights—will 
be given over to this program. 
Boys *t>0 are interested should 
report Tiuwday, August 10th, at 
the American Legion building in

County Park. State Guard offic­
ers nnd non-eommissloned officer* 
will bo in charge of the program.

It i* not necessnry that ti hoy en­
list in the State Guard in order to 
take advantage of the Gaining; 
however, with the parents' consent, 
any boy* physically f may b«- 
como regularly unlisted mbn in the 
State Gourd. *

This program I* in line with a 
state wide effort to give military 
training to as many boys as pos­
sible in the smaller town* whose 
school systems are not equipped to 
include such training in their 
programs.
