Slaton came out on top both
times that first year,

The first recorded game was
played in 1926. The Tigers won
over Post that year by a score of
14-12.  Slaton won district that
year being beaten only by Mem-
phis by a score of 350,

The only teams on the plaing
at that time were—Lamesa, Post,
Tahoka, Ralls, Lubbock and Sla-
ton. Slaton and Post were about
the same size and Slaton won near-
ly all the games So that Post be-
gan to look forward to a win over
Slaton. This is the way the tradi-
tional rival between the two
teams started.

The first Tigers team to invade
Post were as follows: Napps, Daw-
son, Smith, Oliver, J. Burton, And-
erson, Burton, Weaver, M. Abel,
Brooks, Hoffman, J. Abel, Floren-
ce, Hefner, The first coach for
Slaton was W. V. Lemon and the
first manager was Bagley.

In the early days Slaton beat
Post and all the other class “B"
schools 5o bad that they had to be
put in class “A" with Lubkock.
Amarillo and Wichita Falls.

The last Post team to beat Sla-
fon before 1046 was in 1028. That
year Post won district. From then
until 19046 Slaton won every game
played ywith Post.

Have We Advanced Or Just Changed?....

. Are we of today in much better circumstances than were
our parents and will the people of tomorrow be in a better position
to live'better life than we of today are able to do?

How much more can mechanical implements improve liv-
Iy nditions and do the people in closely inhabited places have
better living conditions than those who live in isolation.

While science has overcome many of the contagious dis-
eases that killed off large numbers of people in the past, discases
caused by neurosis, over stimulation and strain has greatly increas-
ed heart trouble, insanity and nerve strains,

There is something to say for what we consider progress,
but there is also something worth considering before the entire
nation becomes oné vast manufacturing center where there would
be no place where a person could seek solitude, where the hum
of ma es and the sound of voices could not be heard.

There are hundreds of towns, acres of packing plants,
thousands of miles of railroads and paved streets and roads now
where there was nothing but farm land, prairie land and grazing
land, when our parents were young, there are hundreds of rivers
that are now so polluted with sewerage and chemicals from
manufacturing plants, that fish' cannot live in them, new problems
face us that never faced us before.

Before we of this section invite further development we
should stop and consider whether we want to live in crowded
cities, have our streams polluted, and live: in towns where the
Intensity of crowded conditions place us where we cannot find
a single place to'go where we can escape over clvilization.

What About The Future Of This Area? ..,

DICKSON

Slaton's Dickson Hatchery was set up
in 1035 by N. C. Dickson, father of the present
owner, Mr. Ralph Dickson. However, in 1935 the
Dickson establishment was primarily a produce
store. It was not until two years later that the
hatehery was added. The elder Mr. Dickson op-
erated the store up until the time of his death
in May, 1046 and In January 1047 Ralph took
up his father's duties.

The Dickson Hatchery today not only handles
baby chicks, it also sells a complete line of
chicken and dairy feeds, insecticides, and almost
anything pertaining to chickens. “We also buy
cream, eggs, and poultry from nearby farmers
which we in turn sell to-the market,” Mr, Dick-
sont added.

The hatching part of the business is in
operation all through the spring and the early
summer months, This period is the so called
“hatching season.”” The Dickson Hatchery has a
capacity for hllchln, as many as 52,000 eggs at
one time. “We ran full uradly for six months
last year,” Mr. Dickson pointed out, “And some-
time that seems like almost too much” he ad-
ded jokingly.

Dickson's? All kinds. The eggs are bought from
local agriculturists from what is called “farm
flocks.” The flocks are blood tested, culled, and
controlled by the Dickson buyers. However, the
hatchery has recently set up a private poultry
farm which will work in connection with the
farm flocks. It will act as a supplementary feed-
er flock.

For the past two years the Dickson
Hatchery has been a member of the Internation-
al Pouliry Association and the Texas Poultry
Improvement Association. They also operated un-
der the international improvement plan which
supplies representatives to inspect all flocks and
the hatchery itself, v

1t is for this reason that the hatchery
cannot afford to take the risk of hatching the
eggs of individual customers. In order to safe
guard against poultry diseases, all eggs must
come from the recognized and approved flocks.

: Asked if he hatched for customer or-
ders only, Mr. Dickson smiled and said, “Not
entirely.” We take many orders, but the others
