A traveler who recently returned from the cast reports
4 that hie met an instructor for an castern college and the eastern-
s or was greatly excited about coming events. Atomic warfare had
E him in a high state of excitement and be had gone to considerable
expense to buy property in a South American country., He and
his family are all set to move,
’ That any one, especially a college instructor, should
think that he would be safe from Communism in a South Ameri-
can country seems absurd. It is said that a good many people in
the Eastern states and in Washington D. C. are very jittery a-
bout atomic warfare and that many people are endeavoring to
find some place to go in case atomic warfare breaks out

That the scientists and officials responsible for the
general welfare should devise some defense against any possible
kind of warfare is imperative but those who think they can run
away from the United States and find safer countries are great-
ly mistaken. If the terrible calamity of communism should con-
quor the United States, the strongest country in the world, then
there 1s no chance whatever for it to skip over little South
American countries. In fact it would probably be ecasier for the
Communists to invade the weak South American countries, if in-
vasion should come, than it would to come into the United States.
There are one or two South American countries that are con-
sidered leaning toward Communism now and none of them are in
strong positions to put up much defense against any military
force of great magnitude.

If war comes to this country we will have to take it
where we are for there will be no place on earth to run to.

It is said that there are a number of rich men who
have built big retreats in isolated places in the United States
that have all kinds of conveniences, bomb shelters, food stocks,
water supplies and planned to make it possible to hide away
for a considerable length of time, but would not such defense
turn out about like the Maginot Line in France, a place in
which the defenders could be cornered like rats.

Our Leaders Are Too Timid

Even in critical times like we are now experiencing
the Democrats and the Republicans do not seem to be able to get
together on many problems.

The Republicans want to put restrictions in effect
immediately, but the Democrats scem to want to postpone the
draft, price controls and tax regulations. As in the beginning of
the last war the men at the head of the Government seem to
be far more timid than the people in the streets.
