Under the amended Social Sec­
urity Law, benefits for old-ago 
and survivors insurance have been 
increased on an aver.ige of 77'/<, 
raising the lowest possible month­
ly benefit for a living wage earn­
er from $10 to $20, and increasing 
the maximum payable to a family 
from $85 to $150 per month. Un­
der the old law, the average re­
tired worker was receiving about 
$26 per month. That average will 
now be about $50.

A representative of the Lubbock 
social securitv office will be in Sla­
ton at the Red Cross Room at 11:00 
a. m. on Wednesday, October 4. 
Any persons age 65 or over who 
have retired from work covered 
by social security and have earned 
as much as six quarters in which 
they were paid §50 or more may 
be eligible under the new law and 
should sec this represcntativii 
when ho visits Slaton.

Things Are Picking Up In Slaton
Real estate men in Slaton report that business is 

belter lately than it has been for a long time. Most of the activi- 
tv is because there arc more people moving into the town duo 
to increases in the railroads activity.

It is hard for people in Slaton to realize that property 
values have increased as much as they have and a lot of people 
who sold property one or two years ago say that they made mis­
takes. Will values continue to increase or will they remain stat- 
ionray, or perhaps go down. Most folks do not look for Slaton 
property values to decrease and as for farm property around 
Slaton there is very little of it for sale. However if this nation 
gets into a far reaching conflict then most of the men working 
on farms will be drafted and the owners of farms will bo in 
worse shape than the men in business, so far as help is concern- 
cd.

The price of cotton is expected to remain high and 
even go higher and most farmers look for the acreage controls 
on cotton to be lifted next year.

It is a good idea not to sell Slaton short, oil may be 
discovered in the immediate area, but whether it is or not Sla­
ton shows every sign of getting bigger and belter and folks who 
put their faith in Slaton property will likely find ti a good in­
vestment.

Build Now Or Wait Ten Or Twelve Years
There seems to be a rush in the building industry all 

over the nation and most folks seem to feel that if building is 
to be done it should be done before strict regulations are placed 
on building materials.

Some people seem to think that the turn in the Kor­
ean fighting makes the likelihood of a big army and conlroLs of 
materials and labor less likely, but it is most probable since the 
United States has gone into the war games that a large armed 
force will be gathered so that this nation will be in readiness if 
the Russian bluff is to bo called.

It sems that the nation has been mighty slow in g.vth- 
cring an army and the speed lias not been greatly accclleraled. 
It is probable that the army chiefs feel that tlic big reservoir of 
trained men from the last war could go almost directly into com­
bat without the tedious work that was required in the last war.

However it does not seem that tlic factories have gone 
to making munitions as fast as should be done and it is most like­
ly that if this nation gets into a switch it will not be on account 
of a shortage of trained men, but because they will not have 
anMhing to fight with.

It fs time for the big factories to slown down on lux­
uries and go to work on guns.

We Should Face It Now
There is one thing that could be of great benefit to 

Slaton now and will in the future govern the growth of the town. 
That is water.

While there has been an adequate supply of water 
during the past two or three years there has not been an over 
supply and it has been nip and tuck to keep the demand supplied. 
One or two hundred more families for Slaton would strain the 
supply to the limit and the question should be faced now.

Of course an unlimited water supply would not help 
Slaton unless the entire water supply system were overhauled and 
bigger mains laid. This will have to be done if the town ever 
increases in population to any extent. Like all other communities 
such improvements will not likclv be made until there is no w.ay 
to dodge the problem. Lubbock'is in just such a predicament 
now. The cost increases greatly the longer the work Ls put off as 
^perty values increase and the cost of laying mains around 
obstructions becomes more and more complicated.

To try to solve this problem now would be about as 
popular as inviting Mr. Malik to Slaton to make a speech, but 
Just the same it should be done. Property owners would sewam 
their heads off and those who would benefit most would likely 
howl the loudest.

,,Oil Boom Not Likely For Slaton
Practically all of the land in the entire South part 

of Lubbock County has been leased for oil and it is said that 
prices on leases have gone so high that it is not likely that any 
further attempts will be made to drill for oil in this area.

Oil talk about town has about died down, but most 
folks who are buying land demand all, or a part, of the mineral 
rights with it.

There are many talcs about wliat oil men tliink about 
this area and about what all of the seismograph crews have 
found. It is rumored that several wells will lie drilled between 
Slaton and Lubbock, and others say that oil prospects are better 
around Southland than they arc in tlic immediate vicinity of 
Slaton, but there arc no definite indications that any deep tests 
aill be made any time soon.

Oil discoveries between Slaton and Lubbock would not 
likely make business boom in Slaton, but would undoubtedly make 
business better than it is now. Should a boom come to Slaton it 
would not likely be of much help unless it should come soon, for 
materials are now scarce and will probably become more so. A  
steady growth might be better than a boom for Slaton, and if 
there is oil in the ground around hero it is probable that it will 
do the community more good it it is left there until after the 
war conditions subside, than to develop it now.
