This service is made available
through your contribution to the
National Tuberculosis Assoclation
and through the payment of the
state taxes, therefore it Is not
an act of charity,

Upon entering the unit, at the
Southwestern Public Service Co.,
you will be greeted by a hostess
who will show you to a desk
where a clerk takes your name,
address, and the name of your
physician, Then you will be ask-
ed to remove any jewelry which
would show in the X-ray, stand
in front of the machine, take a
deep breath, and in about thirty
scconds it's all over. If your X-
ray shows no sign of TB, in a-
bout two weeks you will receive
a card telling you that you are
okay. If you do have signs of
the disease, your doctor will be

notified and will contact you.
No one will know the outcome
of your test except you, your
physician and the National Tub-
erculosis Association.

Headed In The Right Direc\tion!

The City Commissioners, the Mayor and the Police
department have made a step in the right direction by having
the stop signs and streets marked and they picked out the three
most dangerous spots in town for the stop signs, but there are a
lot more places that need to have the traffic regulated and rules
worked out for the motorists to follow.

The City Commissioners have a traffic plan worked
out that will probably help a lot in getting the traffic tangle out
of our strects and it is going to get some folks irritated at first,
but just the same Slaton has grown to the point that traffic needs
attention. :

Parking meters have possibly been considered by the
Commissioners. These things will eventually be installed in
Slaton if the town continues to grow, although they are a nuis-
ance in every town where they are in use. About all the purpose
they serve is to bring in a revenue to the town and keep a lot
of iaw enforcement officers busy, as well as mechanics fixing
the things. They produce no more parking space than has ever
been available and folks who do the parking stay as long or long-
er than they would if no restrictions were placed on the space.

The man or men who planned the town of Slaton may
have had an original plan, but the streets are still in the horse
and buggy days and it is going to take a lot smarter bunch of
planners to get the town straightened out than the men were
who first planned the town.

The double streets around the square are the most
confusing part of the towns traffic problems and it is going to
take a very complicated set of rules to get the traffic worked
out on all four sides of the square, and when they are completed
and put into action the strangers who come through Slaton are
going to find them impossible to follow.

.Slaton Cannot Be Held Back!

That Slaton has grown to be as large as it is in the
time that it has been a town has been a surprise to a great
many people who have lived here, many of whom have done all
they could to keep if from becoming a big and better place
in which to live.

Most of the pessimists 'vave not intentionally worked
against the progress of the town but they did so because it seem-
ed profitable and the best thing to do at the time, The fact that
Slaton is having to pay such high prices at the present time to
secure school buildings adequate for the number of students is
because the men who were school board members, fifteen or
twenty years ago, were too timid or to economically minded to
take advantage of the opportunities that were offered.

The major part of the money in the community got
into the hands of some very conservative men during the depres-
sion and it has taken many years for confidence in Slaton to
come back. In some ways it is perhaps a good thing that over
confidence did not come to the financial leaders in Slaton, but
the town is still handicapped by the fact that there are not enough
better business buildings in the town. Slaton has fewer business
firms than most any town its size in West Texas, however this
condition is fast changing and the future business district pro-
mises to be bigger and better and will likely be a credit to all
of the South Plains.

Slaton has more paved residential streets than most
towns its size and there are more and more streets being con-
structed for paving improvements. The business men are tak-
ing more and more interest in the appearance of their business
homes and those that let their fronts and interior become dirty
and delapidated are fast taking the back seat. Many of the old-
er business institutions have changed hands and the places have
been rearranged, there is more life, more getup and get around
than has ever been demonstrated before and it is no place now
for the man who wants to sit and wait for business. If you want
to stay in the race in Slaton you'll have to step out and run,

Like all Government operated plans it seems that
there will me much unfairness to a lots of the things that will be
done.
