OIL TOWN OF DKSIIKMONA

Austin.- It will be necessary for 
the State to police the town of Dea- 
demona, said W. W. Keeling, assistant 
attorney general, as the sheriff and 
his deputies have resigned. A law 
and order league had instituteil quo 
warranto proceedings against the 
sheriff and some of his deputies, Mr. 
Keeling added, because of conditions 
alleged to have existed in the town. 
He said that during a recent inspec­
tion trip through the North Texas oil 
fields he found everywhere there was 
oil more or less open stain on the laws 
regulating vice.

A justice of the |>euce is the sole 
representative of the law in this city, 
an oil tow*n of 15,000 population.

This condition has obtained since 
the resignation of Deputy Sheriffs 
Bub Peacock and K. H. Bedford, after 
a number of citixens had presented 
certain allegations attacking their 
wurk. These allegations were thrown 
out of court by District Judge E.
