up quickly. But if loafers appear,
do not resitate to cull them im-
mediately. They not only have a
bad influence on the flock,
they cut deeply inte your egg
profits,

A Balanced Ration

Good egg production depends
not only on the quantity of feed
consumed, but also on its quality
as well. See that your birds get a
balanced ration of properly-blend-
ed, high-quality ingredients that
include the essential proteins, fats,
carbohydrates, minerals, and vita-
mins. A balanced ration provides
for the body requirements of birds
and also the actual make-up of the
CRES .

Since an egg is about 65 percent
water, keep plenl{ of water be-
fore the hens at all times. During
the cold weather keep the chill off
the water and make sure there is
ecnough space at the fountains so
that all Elrds have equal oppor-
tunity to drink.
