The ginning season for this area
has gotten off to an early and a
fast start this yecar, according to
local ginners. Mr. Howard of How-
ard and Heard Gin says their gin-
ning started earlier this scason. It
is usually close to the first of
October. They are ginning about
the same amount of cotton as they
did at the start of last scason.
