Dallas News Comments 
On Lubbock Co. Parks
Last November Lubbock county 

voted s special park tax which will be 
used to purchasa siteh and maintain 
county parks. One will bo established 
near Lubbock, the other near Slaton. 
Each will be In charge of a board of 
park commissionera. The following 
have beeen selected for the Slaton 
park:

A. 1. Kuyksiidall, President.
J. H. Brewer, Vice President.
W. Donald, S^retary-Treaaurer.
W. P. Florence and t .  J. Abel.
The board haa held several confer­

ences with the county commiasionera 
recently and has been assured that 
the money will soon b<' availablee for 
Slaton’s park, and proparationa are 
being made to atari actual work to- 
w’ard beeautifying this park.

Commenting on the action of Lub­
bock county, the Dalian .News has the 
following to say:

“ According to the best information 
The News has on the subject, the 
i^ounty of Lubbock can claim leader­
ship in Texas in the matter of prog­
ress in the establishment of county 
parks. Some time ago the citizens of 
that county were given an opportunity 
to vote on the ouestioo of taxation for 
the purpose of improving certain land 
for county park purposes. The vote 
was largely in favor of the proposi­
tion. and as a result an item from 
Lubbock published in The News a few 
days ago stated that 'following a joint 
conference with the Park Commission­
ers of both Slaton and Lubbock, the 
County Commissioners of this county 
today authorised the purchase and im­
provement of two county parks, one 
at Slaton and ene at Lubbock. The 
Lubbock city and county park site 
consists of an eigibty-arre tract lying 
just east of Luipo<*k and situated 
partly in the Yelloirhoose Canyon and 
merging into a liTel tract which ad­
joins the city limita on the east.’

“ Lubbock IS the geographical center 
of Lubbock county, while Slaton is In 
the extreme aoutheastem part of the 
county. This, U is to be hoped, is but 
the b^inning e f a movement which 
shall become general throughout the 
State. The advantages to be derived 
from such parks have often been set 
forth in these eehinsns. and we are 
pleased to age thf progrssaive jpeople 
of Lubhiah iiske soeh action as
will guarantee fw4 e f these pl<^* 
grounds and plarrs o f rffreation with­
in their borders. l*ropct care and at­
tention will not <mly make of them

E lacea of pleasure and amuaement, 
ut will convert them into places of 

beauty.
“ Such parks arc now in exiatence 

in a number of other atates. For ex­
ample, a letter from the .Mayor of 
I>enver, (V>lo., says: ‘We have such
a park (referring to county parks), 
or rather park system, calle<i l)envcr 
.Mountain Parks. The land was ar- 
qut'*e<i by condemnation. It is sup- 

irtwi by special tax levy, and the 
ghways leailing thereto are jointlv 

contnilled by the counties through 
which they run and by the city. These 
things have been accomplished 
through tK • pa.Hsage of necessary laws 
by the l..egislature and by the initia­
tive and referendum.’

“ In .New Jersey there are a number 
of such parka. That State haa laws 
providing for county park systems. 

 ̂There are six county parks in tludson 
County, New Jersey, The secretary 
of the Giunty Park Commission of 
Hudson County says that these parks 
’meet with favor by the people, the 
parks l*eing enjoywi by manv thous­
ands of citizens daily.’ California is 
another state having a number of 
county parks. In a letter the Judge 
of the Su|>erior Court of Tulare Coun­
ty, C<alifomta. says: *We have two
parks, one of forty acres, and one of 
seventy.five seres donaUni by one of 
our citizens. The forty-acre park was 
purchased umter a State law permit- 
ting counties to nun-haae and improve 
and sustain parks.’ The writer then 
mentions many of the attractions to 
be found in the parks, including pretty 
si’enery, and a number of wild animals 
kept there f6r the instruction and 
pleasure of visitors.

“There are sites In every county 
suitable for parka and doubtless in 
many such cases there will be foumi 
public-spirited citizens owning lands 
adapted to the purpose, who will do­
nate sufficient for parks, leaving the 
people only to have the necessary 
Work done and supply aulficient fumls 
to maintain the parks as they should 
be after they are esUbliahed. The 
fart that land is c«»nstaiitlv increasing 
in value, ad«)ed to the further fact 
that in some eases it wrlll be naeaasary 
to set out traas for sbada §Mi orna­
ment, it is wise to begin the work as 
soon as possible. The Nawa hopes to 
see many other countiaa take the 
steps already taken by Lobbock."

The 
fountain source of all the greatnew of 
our United States is not its natural 
resourcesi nor its schools, nor its gov­
ernment, but its churches and its pure 
religious influences. All else wo have 
developetl from our religious inspira­
tion and instruction. Although seal- 
uusly patriotic towartl his native land, 
which is Texas, U. S. A., he thinks 
foreign mission work and the pure re­
ligious influences growing out of it 
will make Brasil the greatest nation 
on earth in two or three centuries.

Slaton Teachers Get 
Raise in Salary

The Board of Trustees at a recent 
meeting decided to grant the teachers 
of Slaton schools sn increase in sal> 
ary for next year amounting a major* 
Ity of cases to 26 Mr cent, idth a min­
imum of $100. This -Is s higher sal­
ary than is paid at some other towns 
in this section that are much larger. 
However, the competent corps of 
teachers in our schools deserve the 
increase granted.

In conversation with W. H. McKira- 
han, secretary of the School Board, 
he stated that several of the citixens 
of Slaton have expressed themselves 
as not altogether in accord with the 
plan of the school board to have the 
remaining two months of school a tui­
tion term, as it threw the burden on 
those having children in school only, 
and they desired to help in this cause 
even though they did not have chil­
dren in school at this time. This cer­
tainly khows the'right spirit, and is 
gratifying to the members of the 
board to know that the people desire 
a good school, and to have it run on 
a cash basis, and support their action 
in regard to the tuition. Any citixen 
that desires to help in this matter can 
do so by handing his donation to J. H. 
Brewer at the First State Bank, and 
it will be gladly received and credited 
to the schools.

With the cost of everything remain­
ing at its present high level, it ap- 

spears to the trustees that it will re­
quire a $20,000 budget for the schools 
next year, which is 4,500 more than 
their budget was for the year now 
closing, and $6,000 more than was col­
lected in taxes and received from the 
State. I^ t us all work for a continu­
ation of the good schools for Slaton 
for another year anyway.
