Santa Fe Mdbilized 
For War Conditions

Discussing mobilization of rail­
roads as part of the nation's re­
armament program, Fred C. Gur­
ley, the Santa Fe president cited 
widespread installation of diesel- 
electric locomotives and centraliz­
ed traffic control to illustrate how 
railroads have achieved greater ef­
ficiency and economy at the same 
time that they liave incre.iscd their 
transportation capacity since tho 
close of World War II. The 9,450 
liescl-clectrlc locomotives put in­
to service since then, he said, have 
enabled railroads to move longer 
trains and do so faster and at low­
er cost. At the same time, the 
0,000 miles of centralized traffic 
control installed in the past five 
years liave enabled tho railroads 
to speed up train movement, re- 
<liicc delays, and so hniuilo mure 
trains in a given time on a given 
section of track. Tlie manner in, 
which each of the two differont 
types of improvement aa'dcd to tlie 
effectiveness of the other illiistra- 
tc.s tlie eiimulntivc effect of the 
billion-dollar-a-yoar improvcmeiil 
program of the railroads, Gurley 
declared.

Are Prices And Taxes Too High?
To hear the howls around Slaton concerning Income 

Tax, price rises and price controls one would think that the maj­
ority of folks would prefer to have the good old days of over- 
supply, low prices, low wages and unemployment back with us 
and it is just such howling that will eventually bring on such a 
condition.

Not long ago some one came into the Slatonite and 
picked up a paper tliat was published in 1940 and noticed the 
prices quoted on food items and clothing. He hit the ceiling.

_ It would do no gowl to quote the prices that this citi­
zen got his blood pressure to the boiling point over, for such in­
formation might cause other folks to lose control of their -sanity 
but this man who almost blew his top had only a few minutes be­
fore been telling of having sold twenty bales of cotton at the 
bighest prices that he had ever sold cotton before and lie had 
been farming for nearly forty years.

In fact this man had been a tenant farmer for many 
years and it was nip and tuck with him until the last few years 
as to whether he could pay his debts from one year to the next.

His family had little to live upon, his’ homes had been 
poor and ill furnished and he had never had ready cash before, 
but he was ready to have everything back on the old basis, or at 
least he wanted all food prices put back on the 1940 quotations, 
but he said that he did not feel that he haci been paid too much 
for his cotton.

He drove off in a high priced automobile loaded down 
with a lot of good quality furniture and was wearing a pair of 
hand made cowboy boots and was mumbling something about 
the country going to the dogs.

Will This Ever Be The State Of West Texas?
In a circular letter sent out to newspapers over the 

district by Senator Kilmer B. Corbin from Austin the Senator 
.laid that he estimates that this section of the country would get 
double the representation in the Legislature if the redistricting 
of the Stale is done as proposed by new bills that are before the 
House for consideration.

The Senator has it all figured out and seems to feel 
very optomistic that the rcdislricting will be ddlic. Even though 
the older parts of* the State are losing population tliorc are still 
more people and more power in the older parts of Texas than 
thcYc is out here and as long as the old fudilic duddies can hold 
onto that power the longer this part of the Stale will be neglect­
ed and out voted on most everything.

With all of the merchandise that is available, but 
which will likely be hard to find at an early <latc, on which 
there are no restrictions or eonlrols in any way, it is only natural 
for people to buy now what tliey believe they will not be able 
to buy within a few weeks or months.

The mcrch.inls and business men are using the idea 
that much merchandise will soon be unavailable or very liard 
to get Most all of tlicse business men are sincere and few of 
them arc taking advantage of the opportunity to gouge tlie 
customers for all that the traffic will bear. Many of the mer­
chants are finding out that they cannot replace some of the 
things that they have .sold in the few weeks with new merchan­
dise except at costs higher than tliat at which they sold il retail.

It seems that many of the manufacturers and distri­
butors arc taking a last big gouge at the public on items that 
will soon be off the market and arc already not being manufac­
tured.

Wool prices have broken all records, but clothing 
made of wool has not made much aih'ance. Customers are not 
too excited about rushing out to get wool clothing, but it is like­
ly that there arc a lot of automobile tires and tubes under the 
meds, in the basements and in the attics. A lot of folks found 
out while World War II was in progress Dial stored canned go^s 
did not last as long as it  might seem that it would, and that 
augar is not easy to hide or keep, anif food hoarding is not 
evidenced. . ,

E A R L Y C H I C K S ?

In any discussion concerning 
early cliicks—or chicks hatched in 
January or Ferbuary—the princi­
pal consideration, of course, is tho 
lime of year when pullets will 
mature and begin to lay.

Naturally the best time to have 
good proiluclion is during late sum­
mer, fall, and early winter—when 
egg prices tend to be higher. Since 
it takes five ui s:x months for pul­
lets to mature, carly-halched 
chicks frequently [irove profitable, 
mainly bcc.nise they are rc.idy to 
lay ihiring a large part of this per­
iod.

Increase Efficiency
.Many poullrj'men find it pays to 

raise early chicks because they 
can increase the efficiency of their 
entire poultry-raising operation. 
Besides liaving birds ready to 
lay at a goo<l lime of the year, 
there are certain other avantages 
involved.

By starling p.nrt of the young 
Lstoc'k in January or Fchruary, a 
raiser can often make better use 
of housing, keeping il at capacity 
for longer periods of time. A bel­
ter ycar-around distribution of 
labor also results. In addition, 
birds started now can be well on 
their way before work in the fields 
licgins. Therefore, iliiring the less- 
ileinanding winter months more 
time and attention can be given 
to the flock. E.irly chicks also 
make il easier for poultry raisers 
to replace birds that die or are 
culled during the year. And more 
efficient use can he made of the 
brooding equipment, since witli 
early chicks il is put into opera 
tion more than once a year.

Economically, early chicks offer 
,011 two advantages: (1) they lay 
m seasons of high egg prices, as 
mentioned before, and (2) cock­
erels from the early hatch can be 
sold at lop Easter prices.

Advantages May Vary 
Of course, the advantages and 

disadvantages of early chicks vary 
greatly with localities and with 
breeds of poultry. However, since 
most aiilhorilics agree that spring- 
hatched pullets arc slightly super­
ior in many respects to those 
Tialched in other seasons, it is pro­
bably not advisable to start the 
bulk of your chicks right now. But 
remember, early chicks arc pro­
fitable. and it may pay you to 
Hart a few this year. .Many rals 
ers do every year.
