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Better Get Your Hole In The Ground!

Tile following editorial was published in the New 
Yorker of January 20. It might he that it expresses the feelings 
of a great many people of the United Slates. We are fearful, but 
feel that you cannot run away from fate.

The Inquiring Eotographer of the Daily News stopped 
JIarry Fox, Lucio Porrcllo, .Mrs. Helen K. Kopp, Pvt. laiwrcnce .M. 
Zamparelli .Joseph Zovich, and Pvt. Andrew L. Trano la.sl week 
and asked lliem what they would like to buy if they could afford 
it. Zovich wanted a television set. so he would stay home nights. 
Fox wanted real estate (becau.se "it is real"I, .Mrs. Kopp wanted 
a mortgage free home, Porrello wanted a college education for his 
children, and Zamparelli craved a red convertible for his girl. 
That left only Private Trano, of the Bronx. When the question was 
put to 'IVano, he replied, "A home in the country for my father 
and mother. There they would be free from any fear of atom 
bombs. I’d jirovide a cellar built of lead, too. in case of an acci­
dental bombing or a near-miss. Please print this, because my folks 
arc in bad shape and it might cheer them up.'

We have been thinking about this couple in the Bronx 
who are in bad shape from fear of atom bombs, and about their 
dream home in the country with its collate built of lead. The sub­
ject of New York as a target for bombs is not much discussed, it 
seems to us, except indirectly, through casual news items about 
air-raid shelters and school-room instruction in how to dodge 
when a light is seen in the sky.

Houghly, the city divides into three groups; first, those 
who, because of lack of money, have no choice whether they will 
move out of range; second, those who enjoy the luxury of free 
choice and have decided to leave; and, third, those who are free to 
go but prefer to remain. The first and third groups are very large, 
the second is very small.

Private Trano’s answer to the News illustrates not only 
the demoralization of fear but the futility of flight. For he no 
sooner gets his parents into the country than he builds them a 
lead cellar, so their fears can be perpetuated in an atmosphere 
of peril and apprehension.

We’ve been trying to analyze our own sensations and 
convictions in the matter of New York as a place lo live in in the 
mid-twentieth century. We belong lo the jirivileged group that 
could, if it chose, flee the town lo the le.ss plausible areas of the 
open country. Perhaps, if we knew for a certainly that on such 
and such a d.ay, at such and such an Ik^ .  the city would in fact 
be exploded, we would get out, following the compelling urge for 
self-preservation that is in all animals. But since we lack such 
knowledge, our tendency, as it is the tendency of so many, is to 
stick around and maintain a business as-iisual demeanor. "Why?’’ 
we sometimes ask ourself. Partly pride. Partly lethargy. Partly a 
sense of fatality. Partly a sense' of duty and' a feeling that oven 
the smallest endeavor, if it absorbs a man, is a contribution to 
the strength of all men.

There is, of course, hardly a person of any age or 
cither sox in New York who hasn’t pondered these matters, and 
probably almost everyone has come up with some sort of personal 
cerdo or philosophy about urban life in bomb shadow. We find no 
great desire in people to compare notes, though. Each prefers to 
keep his ideas locked up inside him.

We would not try to argue that it is sensible of hu­
man beings to continue living in a big city during the atomic age, 
but we are fairly sure of one thing: the" lead cellar of Private 
Trano indicates that if fear is part of a person’s baggage, it 
doesn’t make much difference where he dwells; he will carry his 
bomb with him. The only way to dwell in cities these days, whe­
ther it be wise or foolish, is in the conviction Uiat the city itself 
is a monument of one’s own making, to which each shall be faith­
ful in his fashion.

Price Controls May Be Too High!
Is there a lilack market or even a gray market in 

Slaton? Not yet. And it could be asked what is a gray market or a 
black market. There arc certain sea.sons of the year when mer­
chants offer reductions in merchandise in order to keep from 
carrying it over from one season to the next when some of it will 

' be out of style. Usually the things that arc left arc not what the 
public desires, but this year there have not been many clearance 
sales and it is said that the ones ballaliooed in the daily papers 
were pretty much wash outs. Few pcoidc bouglit as the prices of­
fered were of little inducement.

It is evident that the merchants feel that the mer­
chandise they now have on hand is belter, in many cases, than the 
kind that they can get on the market today, the prices arc higher 
on the wholesale markets and a lot of things are unobtainable.

5jany of the wholesalers and manufacturers arc hold­
ing their merchandise hack because lliey think prices will incrca.se 
and the merchants arc not overly anxious to sell what they have 
in stock because they expect to have to pay more when they re­
place it.

Many folks buying retail merchandise arc buying more 
than they need because they figure on a shortage or on price 
incrciises. Who is to blame, "who are the hoarders?

Most business men in Slaton report that before the 
first of the year people were buying most everything in quantities 
that were beyond their immediate needs, but now the scare buy­
ing seems to have died down and most everyone has either bought 
most of the articles that they can afford to put aside for future 
emergencies, or they have lost faith in the scare stories about 
shortages and higher prices.

It may be that the wholesalers and manufacturers will 
get weary of holding their morchaiulisc back before long. The 
price control.s that the Government is considering may become too 
high for the outfits that have been pushing jiriccs up so readily.
